The good memories of Wheeling manufacturersand workiagmen are against him.
Under the protective tariif of 1S42 there

mi.s a revivui 01 nusincss imu wages wer»«
good. Boilers got $0 per ton. The
.Walker free trades. tarilF of IS 10 brought
boiling down to St, anil in some cases to
le?s. The extreme reaction caused an advancein 18551, and wages were $0 again
for a brief period until the reaction passed,
and'fctrikes became the order of the day,Several very formidable ones occurred bv
.whL-h boiling was reduced to $1 about
1850 and so continued until the war, when
there was work. Nailers received 17 cents
for lOd at that time. The present rate
is 2L cents, and other wages were proportionate.*
A feature of the times before the war

was the fact that cash was not paid in full
except in a few cases. The rule was onefourthto one-half cash, balance byorders or a long settlement. Common
labor was 75 cents to 87 cents per day;
farm labor $5 to $8 per month.

T«ir MILL.
A small rolling mill was built in lS.14-n

on the site now occupied by the Top mill.
The capital was furnished by Peter Shoenberger,of Pittsburgh. The managing
man was David Agncw. The establishmentwas small ns compared with any
now in existence. The inducement was
'the convenience of coal, which was found
within fifty feet of the furnaces which
were to consume it. Mr. Shoenberor's
capita! wus withdrawn, and the firm becameD. Agnew & Co.,.who failed and becamebankrupt about 1S40. The workmenwho were fortunate enough to gettheir accounts settled took pay in iron and
nails. Others remain unpaid to this day.Greisemer & Tallant succeeded to the
business, but were unable to make any
money and shortly ^ave up, and very littlework was done there until the establishmentpassed into the luimls of E.W.
Stephens, about 1845, who mado extensiverepairs and some additions, and byhimself and in connection with others
conducted the concern for a few .years,until financial disaster overtook liim.
