Kaehel Donelson, the
wife of the hot-headed but courtly Jackson,had hc-r dresses made to take her
place as mistress of the Executive .Mansion,but died three months before Old
1 liekory was inaugurated. Hannah Hoes,
the consort of the foxy Miss Nancy Van
Buren, lay in her grave seventeen years
before Jackson made him his successor,
and President Harrison died in oflico befnri*bin win* had enmo to Washiiu'ton.
