442 pounds of rye straw, 300 pounds o
wheat straw, 104 pounds of oat straw, 180
pounds of barley straw, 153 pounds of pea
straw, 200 pounds of buckwheat straw, 400
pound* ofdried cornstalks, 175 pounds of
raw potatoes, 50-1 pounds of turnips, 300
pounds of carrots, 54 pounds of rye, 40
pounds of wheat, 50 pounds of oats, 45
l>ound8 of mixed peas and beans, 04
pounds of buckwheat, 57 pounds of Indian
corn, 08 pounds of acorns, 105 pounds of
wheat bran, 10Z pounds of wheat, pea,
and oat chair, 171) pounds of mixed rye
and barley, 59 pounds, of linseed, 330
pounds of mangel wurzel. The price of a
bushel of Indian corn being known, it
will be easy to determine bv the above
the relative feeding value of tho rest or

any one of tho othor products. For example,if hay is worth $10 per ton oat
straw will bo worth for .feeding $C 10 per
ton: or if corn is worth 20 cents per
busnel wheat should cost 20.0 cents only
to equal corn.
