the question arises mainly from the habitsand traditions of the women of
the poorer Tlnaffl, which prevent
them from availing themselves of
the servicos of men as medicaladvisers.The chief impediments to progress
hitherto felt in the matter have been
want of funds and the difficulty of introducinga serious innovation into the conservativedomain of medical practice. Tho

has been able to give has been in the endowmentof female modical scholarships
at the Calcutta University.
