oharacter, accomplish at present only
local ends. 01 this class is the bill to extendthe time in which railroads may commencethe construction ol their roads,
which covera specially the cose ol the
West Virginia <s I'ennsylvania Railroad
Company. The act to authorise lateral
railroads to condemn'lands to construct
their tracks Is*lso intended'espeelaUjr to
cover a Tayloi1 countycase; In the same
category musthe included the act to authorizethe construction o( board sidewalksalong public highways, which wss
desired particularly lor Wood county residents.' The act to authorise boards ol
educstion to purchase school books and
furnish them to children in the public
schools Is also-restricted to sparsely settled
communities In its operations, though it Is
ol a more general nature than the other
acts just mentioned.
One bill was passed making minor

amendments in the general school law ol
the State, and one amending the road law.
Another law wss passed extending, tho
time in which .distraint and sale may be
made lor taxes,and the acts prescribing onwhat subjects license taxes' shall .be
charged and the biennial tax-levy bill,
were also passed. The time for the electionol the State offioen'eyery fourth year
was changed from October to.November
in accordance with the amendment to the
Constitution ratified by the people Isst
October, and the terms olmembers ol the
Legislature and a few other officers were
altered to suit.
The act amending the provisions of the

Code in respect to the crime olbuiglary
and its punishment is probably one otthe
most important laws enacted. By an oversightthe law in relation to burglary has
been in a very looee shape since 1682, and
the new law remedies this.
These are about all the important generallaws passed, and most ol these were

rushed through In 'the closing hours of
the m salon. The hasty manner in which
legislation was consummated just before
adjournment is well illustrate!! by a little
occurrence in the House. A bill was
