Character and Extant ofthe Malady.

KIow U» Old Hero Veals.

left General (J rant's bouse after consultationto-day he said that the general conditionof the patient was improved.

Utile, It Is
stated,"has killed a number of men In cold
blood, at ono time murderfhg four.
He would us soon attaik a hundred
men as one man, and is the most vicious
and Bivajre demon alive in this section.
His arrest is remarkablo, and it is believed
that none but this trio cf breve, cool and
courageous men could have made the arrest.The good people of Breathitt rejoiceat his capture, and hope he will
never return to Breathitt. Then) are
enough charges against him to hold him
in prison the allotted lifetime of six men.
The officer* watch him closely and proposeto tako him to Louisville alive, it
possible, bnt are determined tlmt he shall
have the full benefit of the law. It is
said that Littlo Is tbo most notorious
demon that the United Mutes has had
anything to do with in Kentucky.
