The Man and the Hour,

‘His countrymen lay In its silent {tomb
to-day all that ia morlal of the great 8ol
dler of his time, of| the patriot who tried
10 do his duty to bls country, and diditto
the admiration of all the peopleol the
earth; of the statesman, who, with no
provious: knowledge of statecralt, won a
pew fame by the pradence, the moder-
ation, the sagacity, tho honesty and the
humaneness of his measures,

The enlogy of his life is heard in every
hamlet Inthe land, andin the great Abbey
boyoud the sen. Tho public prinis, by
the pen of the writer sud the pencil of the
artist, exhibit (o the view the patriol dead
in every herole posture.  The pose s per-
foct. The mantle ol every grace adgros
him, A serene amile of consclous power
plays over his face. He isall wisdom, all

light. And the more we have of this tho| —

more we miss the lesson and the [nspirs-
tion of & great Lifo worthy to be lived again
by every countryman of his, each fn his
own line of duty—mnnui:uunt more lasting
than brass or bronze. :
We are not burying s god. Al the
Dbetter for u, for the priceless valug of hir
patriotic example, hie was & man. Tl wan
not & perfect man, though a great and
honest one, He had weaknesses. He
Lived {o be forty years of ago without getr
ting his slakes down strong and.deep any-
where. Tam which way be would For-
tane conquered him. He scemed unsbli
to make his way, sod he had no rich or
powerlol friends to help him. Likely
encugh he preferred not to got along very
well without help rather than sceept ald,

Tut he was always trying, alwaya doiog
28 well a8 ho could the thing whicl secm-
od to be the work of the hour, Them Is
no higher conception of doty; and there
is no higher typo of man than ho who fol-
lows thie path of duty, mors concernel to
keep religiously withio It than to loresee
where it shall lead him,

This belng tho life molive of the man,
we can undersiand why he rushed Lo his
country's ald at the fist alirm, why he
fought with desperate bravery at 1honel-
son, why le lsy befors Vicksborg and
walted, why he started for Itichmond by
his own routs, dutermined to, “fght 1t out
on thisline If It takes all summer;" why
heaccepted the Dresidency when it was
offored ; why he tock upthe penio pro-
wide for his family In the dark hour of
noeed—why b held death off wilh one

*hand whils with the other ho gathered in
tho sheaves for his loved ovea. Weocan
nnderstand also, 1f we lave come at last
to o just sppreciation of theman, why he
made no responso to delamation at & Ume
when the people were little acquainted
with him and when his own career might
have been blasted with a breath,

Tt waa as & man that Grant was sefol
to his country, As a man his examplo
in of value incomprrable to his counlry-
men, who bave followed him to the tomb
as fow of tho great of the earth havo been
followed in the honr of parting,

The Treasury Peliey,

At such a Ume as this, when the indus.
triea of the country languish and businees
s ly Inin a very infactary state,
the people bave a right lo ask that the
Goveroment shall at least do nothing to
make bad worsa. Bot the Administration
has marked oot a Treasury policy of its
own, and the peaple must pay for it.
