Congress, in Chicago, a practical man

made the practical suggestion that "the
best way to reform tho prisoners is to reformtho prison officials." This may not
strike with favor the men who rule
over the unfortunates.unfortunates still
though criminals.who till the prisons of
the world.

Unhappily tho men who fill thoso responsibleplaces aro not always, t>r perhapsgenerally, of tho finest fibre or the
highest intelligence. As a rulo they are

appointed, first becauso they are useful to
a political party, ami next on account of
physical strength. Without any training
whatever they are put over men who have
broken tho law and have boen secluded
from society that they may be punished
and reformed. Unless the idea of reform
bo uppermost the prison is a failure and a

costly burden. (Jivilized society coes not
establish and maintain prisons for moro
vengeance on the malefactor. It looks
forward to the time when tho convict,
having paid the penalty of his misdeei's,
shall take his place again in the world,
the evil disposition reformed out of him,
and make amends for his misspent timo.

It is not to be expected that this end can

be accomplished under rough and brutal
taskmaiters who with the whip, the paddleor the bludgeon endeavor to make up
for a lack of sympathy and thoso gentlo
methods which aro never entirely lost on

ho roost stubborn and liaidened natures.
Gentleness is not, as some prison officials
think, inconsistent with a resoluto firmnesswhich preserves a salutary discipline
and compels respect for authority.
In half a century there has been great

improvement in tho management of
prisons, but vory much remains to be
ibno. Tho prison oflioial just quoted hpi
hit tho nail on tho head, andhehaoput
the right idea in words that ought to stick
."the best way to reform th« prisoners
is to reform the prison officials."
