Literary and Hoalcnl Entertainment In

Honor ofJit. Cm cilia,
St. Ca-cilia, as the patroness of music,

is a favorite 8aint at the Mount, and her
votaries were determined that she should
be honored to the best of their ability.
The programme was opened with a "Veni
Sancte Spiritus," by Deitsch, sung by the
members of the St. Ciecilia Society. This
was well rendered, bat the absence of the
leader, who had too heavy a cold to assist,
marred the beauty of efTect wbich would
otherwise have been produced. Yet, on
the whole, it was a creditable performance.
A sketch of St CVcilia's life written and

read by Miss Bee Clifford followed. This
sketch, written with an easy ilow of narrative,Rave a concise outline of the Saint's
life and martyrdom. Miss Clifford has a

strong, full-toned voice. She read her
composition with animation, but w»s some-
what indistinct in articulation. This was
followed by a pinna duo, Marche TriumphaleNo. 2, by Schubert, which wasexecucedby Misses Nora Oppenheimerand Cora
Friday, of Pittsburgh, Pa. It was played
with Kreat precision and in good stylo, re-

fleeting great credit on the two young lady
performers.
Miss Marie Hamil, of New York, sue-

ceeded with"Angels ever Bright and Fair."
Since her last appearance, this young lady
has made great improvement in her
Btyle, giving a crescendo on a sustained
note with line effect, and modulating to
the softest tones with sweetness and
finish. The enunciation of the words was
also excellent.
The scene from the drama of St, Ciccilia,

in which Almachiaus, the Roman judge,
tries, by persuasions and threat*, to shake
the constancy of the Ladv Cacilia, was

Sven with intelligence and appreciation,
iss Tingle, as the Judge, lacked the sternnessof tone and manner requisite to the

perfect rendition of the part, but one does
not expect to find a "timid, blushing
school girl" suddenly transformed into a
wicked, persecuting judge. Iu the per-
Buasive passages she acquitted herself
satisfactorily. Miss Doran's sweet-toueu
voice aud calm dignified bearing accord
ed well with the lofty sentiments and
dauntless courage of the Martyr Saint
Ciecilia. The whole scene was in harmony
wi'h the character of the entertainment.
Miss Annie Reymari, of Wheeling,

played "Midnight Bells of Home" with
smoothness, taste and finish. The young
lady has made marked progress since last
hftArri.
A vocal quartette, "Ave Maria," by

Geibel, sung by Misses Mary Tully,
Mary Hasan, Jane Humea and Mary Don
ahue, met-with quite an enthusiastic re-
ception, if one may judge by the heart}
applause which followed ita rendition.
With the exception of Miss Donahue these
were not among the most advanced pupils,
but their sweet voices blended beautifully,
and the wo 'ds were distinctly audible
from beginntus to end.
Miss Aunie Lang, of Wheeling, W. Va.,

took tha audienpe by surprise with her remarkableimprovement since the opening
of the present school term. She gave her
Sonatina with a "vim" and a finish o!
technique that combined to produce a

most brilliant effect. The* three movementswere egually well rendered, and
the pauses betwuen yrere so well measuredas to enable the mind to rest while
preparing for the transition. i

"The Catholic Church the Foster Mother
of Music," written and read by Miss Rose
AicGraw, was a good elaboration of
the idea that the Catholic Church has
made music the eloquence of the soul.
It was written in a familiar, pleasant style,
and read with clearnoe# of tone and correct
inflection.
