It might have been thought that a rail*
roaJ company desiring to enter tho State

of New York through New Jersey, the

project including the bridging ol a navigablestream, would have been obliged to

look for the necessary franchisee only to

the public authorities interested.
Before New York, New Jersey or the

United .States can ha heard from on the
new enterprise ol the 13. & 0., two or three
other railroad companies and their partisansvouchsafe the highly important informationthat the new-comer will never

be allowed to land on Staten Island. Specificallythe B. <k 0. Company is not to be

permitted to build the link of eighteen
miles from Bound Brook to Elizabethport
or to construct a bridge from tho Jersey
shore to Ftaten Island. As yet no interdicthas been promulgated with regard to

the ferry passage from Staten Island to
New York City.

It is easy to understand why rival lines
already plauted in comfortable terminals
in New York harbor, do not look with
favor upon tho coming of a new and
powerful rival. They could not have
been expected to offer courtesies, and they
have not disappointed expectations. Here
their opposition ought to have stopped.
The obstacles in the way of the Baltimore
A Ohio, about which heretoiore me otner

companies w« re ao willing to inform the
public, were ail physical, as, for example,
that the whole waterfront waa already
occupied by parties who wou'd not sell.
But now the obd'.aclfH with which the

progress of the Baltimore <k Ohio is threatened
are of a very different kind, having

to do with the joggling of legislation and
legislators in New Jersey and in Congress
and possibly in New York.' If the bridgingof the Kill will promote commerce

between the States and not obstruct a

navigable stream; and if the building of
eighteen miles of railroad in New Jersey
would do no violence to a good public
policy, there are no grounds on which
Congress or the Legislature of New Jersey
can refuse to allow the Baltimore & Ohio
to go ahead. The arrogant threats, then,
mean that some peculiar influence known
to railroad managers is to be exerted to

keep out of New York a competitor whose
entry there will be of great advantage not

only to New York, but to large population?South and West of that point
The concerns o* a great trunk lino are

nn» olniin tiorannn] to or nf niArulv
local moment a* touching any one point.
It might, therefore, easily happen that
such an opposition to the Ualtimoro Jc
Ohio as is showing itself, exerted in the
way proposed, would react upon th3 other
companies at numerous points along their
several lines. The people of this country
ask fair, open, healthful competition in
inter-State commerce, of which the railroadis the chief carrier; they expect public

servant* to contribute in all proper
ways to this end; and if corrupt practices
obstruct the way in one State, they might,
with some show of the old Adam, take
reprisals in another State.
This they might not always do wisely,

and that again would bo bad for the businessof the country. The question is so

very broad that the people will not feel
kindly disposed towards those companies
which troat it in a narrow spirit, and thoy
will be likely to Hud ways to resent an

opening of shambles at any State capital
with intent to buy a ratitication of thoir
hostile decree.

the extent of business and movement of
prices, but enough is ascertained to warrantthe statement that the volume ol
business baa not been equalled during any
corresponding period for a long while.
The manufacturers of American Bessemer
pig iron are Baid to have already contracted
the greater portion of their output for the
first quarter of next year and have advancedprices $1 per ton. Not less than
25,1)00 toiiH <X foreign Bessemer have been
purchased for next year's delivery, with
the result of fully $1 per ton advance
hero and L'sato in the English market;and this has been attended by a

considerable raw In ocean ireigiit raies.

0( spiegeleisan there hus been fully aa
much bought, awl prices (or the article
are $lal 50 higher than they were a month
ago. The mining interest shares in this
ac'ivity. Contracts aro reported for over
:»rj0,000 tons of foreign and domestic Bessemerores, and we hear that negotiations,
arc pending lor 100,000 tons more, and
American mine owners are reported sold
so largely as to reduce their surplus to a

point far below the average for many
months past.
These transactions represent considerabl»*usinessthat is probably ten days or a

fortnight oM, and not, as mtyht be supposed,a sudden spurt of activity. The
fact of their being kept private shows that
there has not een aa much exaggeration
of the improvement in the trade aa has
been intimated in some quarters.

A nirrtain AgriculturUt,
Hones are the ipoBt valuable fertilizing

material that the cultivator can procure.
There is uo waste in them. They contain
more than one-half their weight, when
dry of phosphate of lime, aud nearly half
of gelatine, of which one-sixth is nitrogen.
A large quantity of bones can bo saved
during the year, if care is taken not to
waste them. They may be utilized in
neveral wave. A bushel of them
may be buried around a fruit tree,
at a distance from the trunk, or betweenthe rows in an asparagus bed.
They.may be packed in a box or cask with
the wood-aaheB made in the house fires,
and kept moist with water. This mixture
Jnakes a complete and perfect fertilizer,
being rich in potash, phosphoric acid and
nitrogen, the three principal elements of
plant food, and uuy be used in the
orchard, the vegetable and fruit gardens,
aa well as on the {arm erops. It is an excellentsubstitute for superphosphate, eo
beneficial upon uearly all crops. Our
gardnem would find it to their advantage
to use these fertilizes more than they do.
