this proctff, up to tho present day, 215,760,431silver dollars have been coined. A
reasonable Appreciation of a delegation of
power to the general government would
limit its exercise without express restrictivewords to the people's needs and the
requirements of the public welfare. Upon
this theory the authority to "coin money"
given to Congress by the Conatitution, if
it permits the purchase by the Governmentof bullion for coinage in
any event, does not justify such
purchase aud coinage to an extent beyond
the amount needed for a sufficient circulatingmedium. The desire to utiiixs
the silver product of tho country should
not lead to a misuse or the perversion of
this pqwur. The necessity for such an additionto llio silver currency of the nation
us is compelled by the silver coinage act,
is negatived by the fact that up to the
present time only about fifty millions of
silver dollars so coined have actually
fouud their way into circulation, leaving
morn than ouo hundred and sixty-five
millions in the posiession of the government,the custody of which hiseutalled
a considerable expense for construction of
vaults for its deposit. Against this latter
amount there are outstanding silver certificatesamounting to about $U3,000,000.
Every month two millions of gold in the

niihlin Trnuitirtr urn tuiil nut far two mil-
lions or more of silver dollars, to bo added
to the idlo hum already accumulated. If
continued long enough this operation will
result iu the substitution of silver far nil
the gold tho Government owns applicable
to ii» general purposes. It will not do to

every patriotic citizon who doesmot desirehis Government to pay in silver such
of its obligations as should be paid in gold;
nor should our condition be such as to
oblige u«,iu a prudent nunagemeut of our
affairs, to discontinue the calliug in aud
payment of intercut befitting obligations
which we have the right now to discharge,
and avoid the payment of further interestthereon.
The so-called debtor class, for whose

boneflt tbu continued compulsory coinage
of silver is insisted upon, are not dishonest
because they are in debt aud they should
not be suspected of a desire to jeopardize
the financial safety of the coantry in orderthat they may cancel their preoent
debtH by paying the same in depreciateddollars. Nor should it bo forgotten that
it in not tho rich nor tho moneylender
alone that must submit to such a readjustmentenforced by tin ciovernih'ent nod
their debtors. Tho pittance of tho widow
and tho orphau, and the Incomes of thv
helpleai beneficiaries of ail kiuil*, would
ba diitnstrously reduced. Tho depoaitoriiu savings banks and in other
institutions which hold iu trust
lh»eavinjri of tho poor, when their little
ucumulations are scaled down to meet
the new order of things, would in their
listrcss painfully realize tho delusion o'
the promise made to them thut plentiful
money would improve their condition.
