will receive that respect to which it is entitled.1 submit thn communication for
your consideration."
Dkah Sir:.One Eisman was rocently

wanted here on a serious criminal charge.
The Chief of Police of your city as well as
the Caleb of Several otber cities, was informedof the fact. Your Chief, in harmonywith the custom in vogue between
Police Department!) throughout the
country, courteously arrested the party
wanted, and asked whether there
was a reward offered for his appre*henaion. He was informed there
was not. This statement is only
preliminary to what I desire to invite your
particular attention.the release of tho
criminal by your Chief. Not only did he
do this, but I am told, gave the criminal
a card, shielding himfrom furtherairest in
your city, and wrote to the Chief of Police
of b'teubenvilte, u.t suggesting iuac as no

reward was offered for the apprehension
of the criminal, he would use his own
pleasure about re-arresting him. Luckily,we.have the criminal, but the rul-j
your Chief seems to have adopted would
not liavo secured him. It is not for me (o
question the propriety of any rule at your
locality. I shall, however, be under
many obligations if you will inform me
whether this rule has the sanction of the
authorities, and whether we may expect
it to bs enforced- in the future.

It has seemed to me that as crimials do
not confine their deprecations to one locality,police departments ought to serve
the general public in common by aiding to
bring criminals to justice, wherever their
crime may have been committed. It is
not my porpcee here to question the motivesof your worthly Chief. It is the
system that I am inquiring about.
