About the best and safest investment
that can be made in the live-stock line is
in good young sheep.
The good shepherd will almost live with

his flocks during bad weather, and also
during lambing time.

It pays to buy sheep in the late fall at 8
cents and sell them in the spring at from
4 to 5 cents per pound, besides getting a

heavy coat of wool.
The long wools and cross-bred sheep

make up nearly one-half of the sheep in
New Zealand, with the MerinoB, however,slightly in the majority.

It is cruel to make of tlock of sheep
which has been usad to being shedded
wade through snow drifts to water. The,
road to their drinking plccj should be
opened before they are turned out in the
morning.
In no other kind of stock is there so

great a promise of higher pricey uud, consequently,of profitable speculation as in
sheep. The advance in the prico of
wooi anuBaeep wiiiuu.wiuu&ui/ ian jpiauv
in the spring will make quite a handsome
profit for those who buy sheep at present
prices.
