Hon. 0. 8. Loci, formerly of "*18 aV>
now oi Cbjuleoto^u. wu In town yester¬
day. .u. iuuIo homo from Pittsburgh, and
was accompanied to this point by bin
brother, Prof. A. Long, who is a resident
of Conatsntinople, and who had bees is
the Orient at that aud other points for the
last fifteen years. He wentont originally
as a missionary ol the M. K. Church, and
for a limewu in Bulgaria, the principality
lately at war with Survio, and is familiar
not only with the topography of that coun¬
try, but with the general condition of life,
army and people in all its aspects, lie
attributes the lata outbreak between Bul¬
garia and Servia entirely to Itussian and
Austrian intrigues, and thinks that the
tlaucQ that ensued on the part of Hervia
has simply tended to make war iueTitable
iu the near future between those two pow-
ere. In fact, thuy aro both preparing for
war at this time, and war may formally be
dedartd early iu this new year.
Mr. Long holds st present a professor¬

ship iu an Engliih and American college
at Constantinople, devoted to the educa¬
tion of natives of the Orient is the En¬
glish collegiate tranche*, and that haa
about liil) student*, mostly natives of Bul¬
garia, Servia, Greece and the ceutlguous
countiy. lie says the crying need of the
Orient is tho overthrow of Turkey ss a
political power tnd the consequent dis¬
ablement ol Mohamedanism. Until this
comes no true progress isjiossible.

¦Speaking of progress, and turning from
the far East in tlie old world to this imme¬
diate region, the reporter was pleased to
ftoar from Mr. 0, S. Long that the Ohio
Itiver Uiilroad Company had, by iu rep¬
resentatives, held a meeting in the last
day or two In New York and agreed to go
ou with tho extension of the line from
i'arkersburg to i't. 1'lessant just asaoou
ns the right of way should be secured
through Jackson aud Mason counties,
fnis has, prtutfcally, baen done already,and it is therefore likely that at an early
day work will commence aloog the line.
Mr. Loug thinks this extension of say
ssventy-tive miles will prove to be of more
importance to the geneial internet* oi
West Virginia than any similar length ol
rail yet laid within Iter boundaries. It
will connect sll parts of tho Htate as they
havo never been couuected before, aud iu
goiug to the Capital it will not ho longer
ueccssary to go arotiud either by Wash¬
ington City aud Virginia or through Uuio
to some point on the Uhrsaprak* A Ohio
road. Even the eastern i'anhandle ooun¬
lit* of tiio btaUi will then prefer to go to
Charleston by Parkersburg and I't. i'less-
ant as the most direct route.
Tue local benulits of the road will also

tie of great importanpa. There will be a
rewakiug of nltfHa and interests In Jack¬
son and Msaon counties. The people will
<et out ol the old rut in which they have
trudged along, tliey and tlielr animators,
for a hundred years past.

Heferring to railroad progress in West
Virginia, Mr. I.ong observes that while it
was slow yet she was worklbg sonis per¬
ceptible progress in that diroction all the
time. There isforinslancetbe Clarksburg,
Weston A Buckhsnoon line, that will ul¬
timately be pushed down the Elk to the
Chesapeake A Ohio. Tula is a big thing
for a very important icctlon of the State.
Then ll>erp js Senator Davis's line on the
eastern slope, hvsded slso for the Chesa¬
peake (It Ohio) sod tho embryo llne be¬
tween Ursfton snd i'hllippi the iir,o up
the Kanawha from Point Pleasant to
Charleston; and In addition, a number oi
little coal roads, of ten to llfteen miles
each, that reach buck Into the country
bordering on tho Kanawha, and that all
count for something |n this general
development of the State.
Those improvements have been a long

tlmo coming, hut thiy havo como at last,
and with their advent will arise a gen¬
eration that will Riovo much foster than
their p edecestom, and do more l/i the
next ten years to get West Virginia out of
tbo wilderness tban the old timers ever
dreamed of.
