A Mammary of tho Crop Ulatorj of Uio Fait

Y«ar-Whoat, Corn and OaU.
The fallowing extracts are taken .om a

summary ol the crop hiatorjr of the paat
year prepared by the Department ol Agri¬
culture:
Notwltbatandlng the (ears in the early

months o( the year, the season.has been
a lull average ol productiveness. It la the
first in five years past to give an average
yield ol corn, after a previous period of
six years of tvsaty-six bushels or more
per acre. The present rate exceeds the
average about half a bushel per acre.

Oats, allied to corn in'ltf ubbs, and gov¬erned in price more or leas by the supplyof inaiie, also made a high record in the
aeaaon'a reporta of eonditlona, showingthe largest area and greateat volume ol
production ever recorded.
Barley ia a medium crop, and buck¬

wheat above the average.Wheat haa suffered woras from winter
killing than in anv former experience ol
orop reporting in tbia Department. The
winter ol 1880- 81 waa only leas eevere,and that of 1873-74 waa nearly aa bad. On
the hula of the area aeeded the yield waa
only V.2 buahela; on the area harveated,deducting abandoned and replanted areaa,which were lamer than ever before, the
yield averages 10.4 per acta. The lota waa
not material in the northern belt. Michi¬
gan, the higheat latitude in which winter
wheat la grown, auifered leia thau usual,and made a largo crop, one of the heat re¬
corded. The surface waa well covered
with a blanket of anow until Into April.There waa aouie protection in NorthernOhio, and a comparatively good crop on alimited area. The lose in Hew York waaaleo alight, and not very severe in 1'enn-
eylvania, with tome exceptional areaa of
greater damage. The central belt between3tl° and 40" of latitude received the lull
effect of the wlnter'f severity. The .Southia usually exempt from injury by winterfreezing, but not entirely the paat season.The aigna of injury In spring werevlalble
even in the extreme South,t
Cotton promisee a large crop, on an In¬creased acreage, and haa made nearly amedium one, in aggregate volume ex¬ceeded by the crop of 1882, and approachedaomewhat nearly only by that of 1880.
Other crop* have enjoyed couilitionafavoring uit^lum and abundance, with

some exceptions, notably the potato crop,which was iojured severely by rot iu thelatter part of the season.
Altogether production hai been abund¬

ant, more than ample for domestic con¬
sumption, In everything except the pro¬ducts which are always Insulllclent, as
a agar, barley, rice, and subtropical fruita.

for 1884, and the aggregate valno 1s $035,-(174,030, lees than $8,000,000 than tbe
smaller crop of 1884. The acreage of this
cereal in Weat Virginia was 005,100,whichproduced 14.837,000 huahels valued at fll,-:itl0,800; in i'ennayivania the acreage waa
1,417,030, the product 40.074,000 buiheli,and the value $22,578,200; In Ohio the
acreage was 3,017,404, producing 111,805,-000 bushels, valued at $35,708,800.The wheat prop abowa a decline of 30
percent from the aggregate of 1884, a re¬
duction iu harveatea acres of more than
0,000,000 and a value increased from 05 7<
per bushel to 77.1. Weat Virginia's acreageamounted to 1,085,7D0, producing 3,750,000bushele, valued at {3.571,050. The acre¬
age of Ohio was 11,018,052 and the product
waa 20,803,000, valued at 118,730,030; in
Pennsylvania the acreage waa 1,380,223,
producing 13,328,000 bushels, valued at
112,702,000.
The total acreage of oats was 22,783,000,

an increaso of 7 percent ovor 1884. The
The average price waa 28.6 cents perbushel, aggregating $170,031,800. Iu West
Virginia the acreage umounfed to 138,000,
producing 2,831,000 bushels valued at
$000,850; In Ohio the acreage waa 1,003,-
080, producing 37,470,000 buahols valued
at $10,110,000: Pennsylvania's acreage waa
1,303,023, producing 34,320,000 bushels val¬
ued at $12,357,300.

Quite a number of Incubitorsof differ-
ent makes are offered for selection, each
possessing some particular merit ol ill
own, Though eome of them are veil
equipped with modern appliances for reg¬
ulating the heat, supplying moisture, and
turning the eggs, yot, after all, overything
depends upon the operator, for while the
incubators will usually perform all that is
claimed for them, the novice has been
led, by the exaggerated praise of the
makers, to rely upon the machino too ex¬
clusively, and thus ke baa been induced
to overlook many little details that require
human observation. It would require a
lengthy article to fully describe an incu¬
bator) but any device, by which the tem¬
perature can be kept uniformly at 103°,
with proper provision for air and mois¬
ture. will hatch eggs, though success de¬
pends largely upon the vitality ol the par¬
ent stock,
In operating an Incubator, the common

errors are theliandling ol the eggs too fre¬
quently, and the constant iuterferance of
those who examine them through curios¬
ity. The process should he conducted
methodically and a buelnesn like manner.
The first two days the eggs should not bo
disturbed In any manner, not even to turn
them, aa the hoat should be well main¬
tained at a temperature fully up to 103
degrees, and without variation, In order
to give the germ an advantageous start,which Is verylmportant. Altertheseconu
day the eggs should be turned twice a day
(morning and evening), and cooled well
once dally. A pan of water under them,
with a lew moist sponges In the eig
drawer, will usually supply all ntcessary
moisture where there Is not a constant
stream of warm air flowing through
the incubator. When the cbloks
have nsarly reached the time for
breaking the shells they will partially
heat the egg drawer with their bodies,
and at the time of coming out a tempera¬
ture of 103 degrees Is better than a higher
one. It Is Impossible to state which is the
best Incubator. At Hammontou, New
Jersey, all the Incubators used are home
made, some being heated with lamps,while others aro operated simply by
pouring In a supply of hot water onco or
twice dally, and the hatches vary .from
40 to 90 percent., according to tha quail-
iv ol the eggs and the care bestowed upon
them during Incubation. Upon one farm
two young ladles hatched 1000 chicks
laat season and propose to double that
number this winter. The prices obtained
ranged from 36 to IIS coots per pound, ac¬
cording to the date of haltlilng, thoughlater In the season tha figures were lower,
The details of management of the chicks
will be given In another article, the ob¬
ject at present being to show that there
is nothing dlUloult In hatching chlcka ar¬
tificially,

It has been demonstrated that a small
piece of ground can b« made to yield a
large profit from chicks. If the operator
oan procure eggs from Ills neighbors. And,
If preferred, much of the labor of manage¬
ment can be done under shelter, though
at present, the practice Is to havo the
brooder houses separate, with a small yard
to each, each bouse containing a brooder.
As an acre of ground can be divided Into a
large number of small yards, several thou¬
sand chicks can beirown quite easily to a
marketable age tftoon, and when the
business becomesfamlllar,Uwlllopenupan
exsdlent avenue to those who have ouly a
limited specs at their disposal, and enable
many to engage In It, who cannot venture
upon the larger business of stock raising |
but such person* must devote their time
and attention to It a«a business, and not
attempt to raise chlcka artificially In con-

Miniater of Marine announced that Dan-
mark la poorer by the low ol an itland and
ol an interesting natural object South ol
the Inland Suueroe, one ol the Faroe
group, a mighty cliff rose sheer out of the
se» to a height of from 80 to 100 feet.
Looked at sidewlae from a distance at sea
it resembled a great ship in full sail, but
seen-from tiuderoe it presented the sppear-
ance of a monk, whence it received from
the Faroese the name of Munken, The
monk was not merely a picturesque ob¬
ject, it was also a valuable landmark for
Bailors, warning them against a dangerous
whirlpool which swept around its bsse.
But now it is only a thing of the past.Last year a portion of the cliff fell down,and this year all tliaf remained was
broken off [uet below the water line, leav¬
ing in its place a dangerous reef, which is
covered even at low water. Fortunatelyit was uninhabited, so no lives were lost.
The occurrence is noteworthy sa provingthat the continuoua wash of the sea. aided
probably ip the winter by the action ol
driving ice blocks, Is ablejo aaw throughimmense masses of rock consisting of hsrd
basalt, cutting them clean across at the
water'a edge. ,
