Terrible Explosion lu u West Vir¬

ginia Coul Shaft,
Imprisoning Over Thirty Unfortu-

iiate Miners.®

q'clock this aiternoon an explosion of fire
Utuip occurred In the abaft of the Newburg
i Irrel Coal Company, which shook the
building In Ihs immediate vicinity aud
caused conaternation and alarm among
the relatives aud friends of the miners em;,ployed there. Immediately following the
sound of the explosion a iiame of fire arose
fir above the mouth of the shaft, and tim¬
ber and debris of all kinds was atrewn
around,

K$CIU»ilHT AT THE UlNJi,
Gro»t excitement ensued and crowds of

peoplo hurried to the spot, The shaft in
which the explosion occurred was sunk
about two years ago, and has reached a

dipth of !)50 feet. From the base of the
shaft the pain heading runs out about
hill a mile, from which the rooms diverge
front either side.

I'amhuusi'ko, W. V*., Jan. 21..Last
night about 11 o'clock tiio residents on

upper Julian*street were startled by the
report oi two pistol shots In succession,
followed by the tcrrilied shrieks ol female
voices. Investigation disclosed the fact
that Miss Moggie Stafford, a young lady
about 22 years of age, bad been shot in
the head by a younger brother and seri¬
ously wounded. When those alarmed by
the shots and outcry arrived, the wound¬
ed girl was caied for and medical aid sum¬
moned at once. The physicians found
that she had been shot by a revolver of
.mall calibre, aud that only one bullet
had taken elites. The ball had entered
the muscles of the neck .just under the
base of th« skull on the right side and
passed inward and downward, in such a
course that its recovery by probing has so
far been impossible. The wounded girl is
resting easy to-day, and no fatal results
are anticipated, in the ordinary course of
results.
The facts in the case as related by the

family, disclose a desperate and deliberate
attempt at murder. The young villain,
Thomas 8. Stafford, who did tho shooting,
is about ID years ol ugu, and has been a
frequenter of the jail for about three
years past on various charges. Ho Is u
member of the famous juvenile Jesse
Janfca gang, which has long boon a thorn
In the I it-all of the local police fores.'
Young Stafford went home at the hour
named above aud was informed that his
sister Maggie had been obliged to break a
lock on the coal house which he hail
placed there in the afternoon, lu a lit
of anger ho rushed luto the room where
she was ami cursing her with the vilest
oaths he whipped out his revolver and be¬
gun a fusiiade. The second shot tired
took effect and with a shriok the girl fell
to the lloor, the blood spurting from the
wound in her head. The boy lied from
the hous» and managed^o make his essapa
bsforo the arrival of the police, whose
efforts to li nd him have so far proved futile.
There is much iudiguatioii expressed

because of the manner in which the
wounded girl's father treated the occur¬
ence. He openly expressed himself in
the presence of the officers as being glail
that "Msg had gotten what she deserved."
The girl bad been abused on several oc¬
casions by her father. Chief of 1'ollce
lleckwith on n former occasion broke into
ihu house during thtrprogressof a row and
fouud the daughter covered with blood
from a blow by her father's fist, trying to
cscapo injury her unnatural parent was en¬
deavoring to iniilct with u poker This is
but one instance of many, and the neigh¬
bors and passers-by report a lierce family
row about twice a week (or the uait two
months In the unhappy household.
Tho officers expect to take the young

outlaw by to-morrow. If captured he will
suffer tile lull penalty of nis offense, as lie
has only oicaped the penitentiary on other
occasions because of the leniency of the
court, superinduced by bis extrtinsyouth.

I notice that the newspapers In mydialrict are beginning to "catch on" to the
luwardneaa of my poaitlon and are en¬

posed to me last year. 1 notice it Is now
disposed to treat me moie justly, as are
aleo the Dupiocratlo papers in Hunting¬
ton. There has boon come complaint that
1 am doing very little good to my constit¬
uency here, and there has been some at¬
tempt on the part of the State ring, out¬
age of my district, to tie my bands here
and prevent me from controlling my
patronage in Washington. However, 1
can show that I have secured more re¬
movals and appointments than any of
them."

wife, the Janitor and his wife and the
waiteis disconsolately mourning the losa
of their time, The House was vacant and
Mrs. Ayres with her daughter had llown.
The firm which supplied tbe furniture for
Mrs. Ayres, her grocer, tish dealer and
butcher and coal'dealer besieged tbe
house to-day and lurried away all the
property they coull lind.
