DUCKFABMISG.
Tb« Uhiuat* ilatobluK KatahlUhmenU-A

lilg Uoum Market.
Bd'jraria.
One afternoon we went on a most In¬

teresting expedition up the river, and then
turned aside into one of the many creeka
to the village of Faa-tee, and thence on¬
ward in aearch of one of the great duck-
hatching establishments, where multi¬
tudinous eggs are artificially hatched.
The firdt we came 10 was closed, but the
boatman told us of another further on, so
we landed and walked along narrow
ridges between large Hooded tlelda in
which the lotus and water chestuuts are
grown for the sake of their edible roots.
Both, are nice when cooked, but the col¬
lection of these in this deep mua must be
truly detestable for the poor womeu en¬
gaged in it. Fusing by thu amazing
heaps of old egg-shells (for which even the
Chinese Beem to have as yet found no use)
wo reach the hatching house, in which
many thousands of eggs are being gradually
warmed in great baskets tilled up with
heated cbaif; and placed on shelves of
very open basket work, which are ar¬
ranged iu tiers all round the wall?, while
on the ground are placed earthenware
stoves full of burning charcoal. Here the
eggs aro kept for a whole day aud night,
the position of the bosket with reference
to the stoves being continually changed
by attendants, who reserve their apparel
for uso in a cooler atmosphere. After
this preliminary heating the t gga are re¬
moved to other baskets in another heated
room, to which they uredextrously carried
in cloths, each containingubout titty eggs.No one but a neat-handed Chiuauuu
could carry such a burden without a
»reakage! Hero tne eggs remain for about
a fortnight, each egg being frequently re¬
moved from place to place to eiislize the
share of heating. After this they are
taken to a* third room, where they are
spread over wido shelves and covered
with the uheets of thick, warm cotton; at
the end of another fortnight hundreds of
little ducklings simultaneously break
their shells, and by evening, perhaps, a
couple of thousand ilufry little beauties
are launched into life, aud aro forthwith
fed with rice water.
Duck farmers (who know precisely when

each great hatching is due) ure in atteud-
uncn to buy so many hundred of theue
pretty infants, which they carry off. to
their respective farms, where there are al¬
ready an immense number of ducks and
geeee of dill'erentages, all in separate lota.
The geese, by the way, ure not hatched
artificially, owing to the thickness of their
shells, consequently they aro not so very
numerous as ducks. Still, flocks number¬
ing GOO or 800 are reared, and are provided
with wattle shelves on which to roost, us
damp ground is injurious to the youngbirds. A very largo goo3o market is held
every morning iu Canton, which is sup¬plied by geese boats, each of which brings
-00 or 1500 birds. Ah to tho baby ducks,
they ure fed on toiled rice, and ufter
awnilo are promoted to bran, maggots und
other delicaclep, till tho day comes when
tho owners of tho duck boats come to
purchase t lis half*grown birds and com¬
mence tho process of letting them fatten
themselves as aforesaid. This continues
till they are ready for the market, and are
either sold for immediate consumption or
bought wholesale by the provision deal-
ers, who split, salt and dry them in tho
sun. The heart, gizzard and entrails ure
also dried and sold separately, and the
bills, tongues and feet are i»ickled in brine.

At
R year old, three hundred and fifty pound
pigs are not rare, and at eighteen months
to two years old not a lew turn the scale at
live hundred or six hundred pounds. The
color, which is black, or nearly so, with
some white in decks or spot# upon the
body, aud usually with whito lace and
feet, adapts it to our hot summers, and t! Is
it (or the groat Western and middle pork-
raising belts of the emintry.
