petition with British manufacturers." The
figures are readied "by the simple proccie
of deducting the average price of steel
rails In England from their average price
in the United Slates," allowing four dol¬
lars a ton for ocean transportation. It Is
not necessary to iuquire whether the cal¬
culation is accurate, The merits of a sys¬
tem, if fairly tested, ought to appear In its
results.

In tlfleen years, from 181(1 to 1800 both
inclusive, under a lailff for rovenuo, trie

average cott cf Iron rails in the Philadel¬
phia market was #58 7f> per gross ton. In
twolvo years, from ISM to 18% both in¬
clusive, under a tariff for protection, the
average colt of stool rails was }!)-' 00 per
ton. In the lost three years under a tariff
for revenue, 1858-5II OO, the overage yearly
prlco of Iron rails was J60, $4u 40 and $48
respectively per toh. In the Inst throe
years under a tariff for protection, 1883-
84-85, the average yearly price of stool
nails was $37 76, $:io 76 and $117 60 re¬

spectively per ton. In 1886 tbo average
cost of stoel rails In tbo open market was
$-7 60,ithough there was good reason to
bellove that orders were taken at $1 60 and
$1! a ton lower. There has been this
Bteady and marked decline in the face of
the heavily protective Uessomer patent*.

It cannot tie true that the public has
been plundered. We have tlio cheapest
and best railroading In the world. The
llgures are not at hand for 1886, a year of
heavy reductions, but the record for SSI
will serve the purpose. In that year the
average rate on freight per Ion per mile
was 1.134 cents, for passengers il.lllil cents
per mile, With one day's labor the
Massachosetls mechanic can pay the
freight from Chicago on his food supply
for a year.

If tbo doors were open lo free British
competition our rail miilscouid not stand.
After the destruction of the home indus¬
try we should feel the paw of the British
lion, and see In the price lists n return to
the higher llgures of the good old days of
tatlff-for-revenue'only.
