The fourteenth of February Is said to

be the stock-feeder's mid-winter, aud so
injact it is, very nearly, The list part ol
,tlio winter is, however, really more trying
to livestock than the tlrst, aud they need
more careful feeding and better protection
.igainsi changes. Contrary to former
iiraotice, young cows are now-a-days quite
Irtqiiently milked neatly up to calving.
Willi ol.l cows it makes little diUoreuce;
lut groat milkers, especially great butter
cows, are in danger ol having milk fever.
4tid it is thought thorn is less danger it
tho llow of milk dous not cease, Co*
atahlts ehould be warm, sheep pens on
the contrary mutt ba airy. As ewes are
weaning, increase their ration of roots,
separate them in small pets from the
iluck, and take care that the early lambs
do not get fatally chilled. It is well to cut
the straw used lur litter iuto foot-
lengths. llreediug sows need close, warn,
pens, witu plenty of litter and good feed,
iu which cooked vegetables, potatoes,
pumpkins, turnips, aud raw apples may
well bo mixed. Horses need care to pre¬
vent colda when uiedu.i the road. Aluayt-
havu large blankets ready to cover then,
alien standing. Injuiis from walking
aud from lticss, as well an from falls on
tho ice are not infrequent, ami should ill
every way ba guardeii against. As spring
approaches, the importance of having def¬
inite (ilans for worn for the season will be
felt, and whatever good ideas may occur,
should bo made a note of (or future refer¬
ence.
