fviuces a misapprehension ol the position
>1 tho Executive upon the question ol
tucli suspensions will, I hope, Justify this
communication.

Tiie President relent to the resolution
ol the Senate relation to the Duatln papers
and tho reply of the Attorney General
thereto, anu says: Upon this resolution
and the answer Hereto, the Issue Is thua
atated by the Committee on tba Judiciary
at the outsat ol the report. The import¬
ant (lueatiou then is whether it is witijln
the constitutional competence ol either
House ol Congress to have access to the
ulilclsi papers and dcenmenta in tha var¬
ious pulille odices ol the United Stales
created by lawa enacted by themselves.
I do not suppose that the public offlcea ol
the Uuiled States are regulated or con¬
trolled In their rtliUona to Hither Iloqae
ol Oongresa by the (act that they wore

treated by lawa enacted by theinaelven
The letter ol the Attorney General In re-

sponso to the resolution ol the Sanate in
the particular caae mentioned in tlis Com¬
mittee's report in written at my sugges¬
tion and by niy direction.

"orriCIAI. PAFSftS."
There bad been no official papers or

documents Hied in his department relating
to the case within the period specified in
the resolution. The letter was Intended
by Its description ol tha papers and docu.
ments remaining In oustodv ol the depart¬
ment to; convey tha Idea tbat they were

not official, and it was assume-! that ths
resolution called lor Information and pa-
era and documents o( the mido pltarao-
jr as wore required by the requests aud
demands whlnli preceded It.
Everything that had been written or

done In behalf ol the Senate from the be¬
ginning pointed to all loiters and paper|
of a private and unofficial nature as ob.
ecu ol secrecy If they were to be found In
the Department, and provided they had
been preaented Iv the Kieoutlve with I
rlaw M their consideration upon tha ques¬
tion of suspension from office. Against
the transmission of such papers anil
documents I have Inlerpcaed rnjr advice
and direction. This has not beeii done as

la surgestod In ilia committee's report
upon the assumption on tny part (bat ths
Attorney General or an# other hoed pf a

department la theiervant of the President
and la to give or withhold documents
In hit Alios according to the will ol lb*

Kxecuti ve,and not otherwise," butbecause
1 regard the papers anil document* with-
held gad addressed to me or intended lor
my line aud action purely unofficial and
private, not infrequently conllilentlal, audhaving roferouce to tbe performance of a
duty exclusively mine 1 consider them in
no proper eenue as on the files of the de¬
partment, hut as deposited there (or my
convenience, remaining still completelyunder my control. I suppose if I desired
to lake them into my custody I might do
so with entire propriety, and il I saw tit
to destroy them no one could complain.The psperaand documents that are now the
objects of the Senate's question consist of
letters andrepieseuiatbus addressed to the
Executive or intended for his inspection;
they aro voluntarily written and present¬ed by private citizens who are not in the
least iustigatcd thereto by any ollicisl in¬
vitation or at all subject to otllclal control.
While someof them are.entltled to Kxecu¬
tive consideration many of them are so
irrelevant, or in the light of other facts
so worthless that they have not been given
the least weight in determining tbe ques¬tion to which tboy are supposed to relate.

IMfOKTANT (JMSTIOSS,
Are all these, simply because they are

pimerveil, to be considered official docu¬
ments auiTsubject to the inspection of the
Senate? If not, who is to determine what
bdougtothla class? Aro the motives
and purpose* of the Senate as they are
day by (Jay developed such as would In
satisfied with my selection ? Am f to
submit to tbem at the risk cf being
charged with making a suspension from
cilice upon evidence which was not even
considered ?
Are these pspers to be rfgJrded flUilsl

because they novo not only been pre¬sented but preserved In the public olllces?
Their nature and character remain the
sauie whether they are kept in the Exec-
utlvti Mansion or deposited in the de¬
partments. There Is no mysterious powprof transmitting papsrs in departmental
uustody, nor is their magic in the unde¬
fined and stored solemnity of departmenttiles. If the presence of these papers in
the public t lilues is it stumbling block In
tbe way of the performance of Senatorial
duty It can be easily romoved. Tbe papers
and dooum nta which have baan described
derive no ofllcial character from any con¬
stitutional, statutory or other requirement
making thorn necessary to the perform¬
ance of the clllclal duty of the Kxecutivo.

It will not b» denied, I suppose, that
tlie President may suspend a public officer
in the entire absence of nuy papers or
documents to aid his ollloial Judgment aud
discretion, and 1 am quite prepared to
avow that the cases are not few in which
suspensions from ollli-e have depended
more upon oral representations made to
ine by citizens of known good repute am]
by members of the House of ltepisntatlvesand Ssnators of the United States than
upon any letters and documents presented
for my examination.

. POLITICAL AKI'lIirrs.
I luve not felt justified In suspecting

ths veracity, integrity and patriotism of
Senators or Ignorinii their representations
because they were not in party alflllation
with tho majority of their associates, and
I recall a few suspensions which bear the
approval of Individual members Identified
politically with the majority in the Sen¬
ate. While, therefore, I an) (lonjtralnod
to deny the right of tho Senate to papersaud documents described, so far as the
right to the same is based upon the claim
tbat they are in any view of the subjectofllcial, I am led unequovically to disputetbe right of tho Sejinte by aid of any
documents whatever or in any way save
through tho Judicial progress ol tiisl or
Impeachment to review or reverse the act
of the Executive, in suspension duringtbe recess of the Senate of Federal du¬
ctals. I believo tbe power to remove or
suspend such officials is vestod in tho
President alone by tbj> oonatltqtlon,which
ill express terms provides that "tho Fx;
ecutlvo power shall bj vested in a Presi¬
dent of United States of America," and
tbat "he shall take oare that the lawBbe
faithfully executed."

'(.'he Senate belongs to the legislative
branch of tbe Uoveinment. When tho
Constitution by express provision super¬added to Its legislative duties the right to
advise and consent to appointments to
office and to sit as a court of Irapemlnuent,
it conferred upon that body all the con¬
trol and regulation of exocutlve action sup¬
posed to be necessary for tbe safety of the
peoplo, and this express and special grant
of such extraordinary powers not lu any
way related to the growing out of general
senatorial duty, and In Itself a departure
from the general features of our Uovorn-
nient, should be bold under a familiar
maxim of construction to exclude every
other light ol interference with executive
functions.

TUB I'OWKK OP THS KIKCUriVB.
In tho fjrst Congress which assembled

after the adoption ol tho constitution,
comprising many who acted in Its pre¬
paration, a legislative construction was
given to tbat Instrument, in which the
independence of the Kxecutive In the mat¬
ter of removals froqi o(l|ce was fully aqs-talned.

I think it will be found that In the
snbstquent discunion ol Ihli question
there was wmeraliy, It not at all tlmee, a

proposition pending to in some way con¬
trol this power ol the ('resident by legist
lation which (arnlsjie; evidences tbjt to
limit such power it was supposed to bu
necessary to supplement the constitution
by such legislation.
The Brat enactment of this description

was passed under » stress of partisanship

law provided tuat tue ieueral otllcers to
which It applied could only ho suspended
daring the recess of tho Senate whon
shown by evidence satisfactory to tho
President to be guilty of misconduct In
oil)**, or when lunapable or dltquallllsd
to perform their duties, and that within
twenty days alter the next meeting of the
Senate It should be the duty of the
{'resident lo renor; to tbo Neu«te inch
suspension with the evidence and reasons
for bis action In the case. The stutnto
passed In 1807, when Congress was over¬
whelmingly and bitterly oppoeod politic¬
ally to tlie President, may bo regarded as
an indication that eve)) then it was
thought necemry by b Oongreaa deter¬
mined upon tho subjugation of the Kxeo-
utlve to the legislative, will be found to
furnish Itsolf a law for that purpose In¬
stead of attempting to reach the ohjeot in¬
tended by an Invocation of any pretended
ponstltullqnsl right.
Tho law which thus found its way to

our statute book was plain In Its term and
ita Intent needed no avowal, ft valid and
now In operation it would Justify the pre¬
sent course of the Senate and command
the obedience of the Executive to l|4 de¬
mands. |t may, however, he remarked fu
patting that tinder this law the President
Lad the privilege ol presenting to the hotly
which assumed to review Ills executive
acts his reason therefore Instead ol beingexcluded (rom explanations or Judged luf
papers |oui(d lu the departments.

tu> law nsriAi.it>,
Two years liter the law of 1807 was

patted, and within leas than five weeks
after the Inauguration of a President In
political accord with both brajiphse of
Uongresj, sections of the act regulating
suspensions from ofl|cs during the recess
Senate ware entirely repealeifand In their
place were substituted provisions which,
instead of limiting causes of suspension to
misconduct, crime, disability or disquali¬
fication, expressly permitted suoh suipen-
slon by tho President "In bis discretion,''
tnd completely abandoned the reonlrei
ment obliging him to report to the Senate
"the evidence and reasone" for hll action.

With these modification! and with all
branches of the Oovernment In political

harmony »ud in the absence of partisan
incentive to captious obstruction the lav
as it wu left by amendment in lStl'J was
much iesB destructive of Executiva dis¬
cretion, and yet the great General and

Satriotfc citizen who on the 4th day of
larch 18W assumed the duties of Ohlef

Executive and for whose freer adminis¬
tration of his high ofHce the moat hateful
restraints of the law of 11W7 were on the
Sth day of April, 18flU, removed. Miudfulof
his obligation to defend and protect every
prerogative of his great trust and appre¬hensive of the injury threatened to the
publio service in the continued operation
of these statutes even Iu their modified
form, in his first message to Congress he
advised their repeal andaetforth their un¬
constitutional character and hurtful tend¬
ency. I am unable to state whether or
not this recommendation for the repeal of
these laws has been since reported. If it
has not, reason can probably be found iu
experience which demonstrated the fact
that the necessities of the political situa¬
tion but rarely dbvelopwl their viefqui
character.

Tim UBHNItUKNT Of saai.'isu.
And so It happens that after au exist¬

ence of nearly twenty years of almost in¬
nocuous desuetude these laws are broiiglir
forth, apparently the repealed as well as
the unrepealed, and put ivthe way of au
Executive who is willing, if permitted, to
attempt au Improvement in the methods
of administration. The constitutionalityof these laws is by no means admitted,
but why should the provisions of the re¬
pealed law, which rtqulred specific ciqte
lor suspension and a report to the Senate
of "e vldnnr 9 and reasons", be now in effect
applied to the present Executive instead
of the lsw afterwards passed and unre¬
pealed and which distinctly penults sus¬
pensions by the President "in his dlaeri-
tion", aud carefully o.mlts the require,
ment "that evidence and lesson* fur his
action in the uaso" shall be reported to
the Senate,
The requests aud demauds which by

scores have for nearly three months been
presented to the different deputments of
the Government, whatever may lie their
form, have hut one complexion. They
assume the right of the Senate to sit in
judgment upon the exercise of my exclu¬
sive discretion and executive function, for
which 1 am solely responsible to the peo¬ple from whom 1 have so lately received
the sacred trust of olllce, my oath to sup¬
port anddefend tho constitution, my duty
to the people who have chosen me to ex.
ecqts the poweis of their great olllce and
not to relinquish them and my duty'to the
chief uiBgls racy, which 1 preserve unim¬
paired in all its dignity and vigor, oompel
me to refuse to comply with these de¬
mands.

WUAT HI IS WILLING TO IX),
To the end that the servics may be im¬

proved the Senate is invited to scrutinize
closely the character of persons submitted
to them for public office. <in recognitionof the constitutional power of that body
la advise and consent to their appoint¬ment I shall continue as I have thus far
done, to furnish at tho request of the con¬
tinuing body all information 1 pouesstouching tho fitness of nominees placedbefore tnein for their action, both when
they are proposed to ijtl vacancies and to
take the placeof suspended olllccrs. Upon
a refusal tuconlMm I shall not assume the
right to ask the rouous for the action of
the Senate, nor question Us determination.
I cannot think that anything more is
required to stcure worthy incumbents in
public ofllco than a careful and Indepen¬
dent discharge of our respective duties
within their well defiued limits. Though
the propriety of suspensions might be
better assured if the actions of the Presi¬
dent was subject to review by the Senate,
yet if the constitution and laws have
placed this responsibility upon the Exec¬
utive branch 01 the Government it should
not be divided, nor the discretion which
It involves relinquished,

VINDICATION or IIEUOVIU OfflCIAU.
It has been claimed that the present

Executive, leaving pledged Itself not to re¬
move ofllclals except for cqqse, the faot of
their sqspeqslon Implies suoh misconduct
on the part of the suspended official as
injures his character, and therefore the
Senate should review the case for his vin¬
dication.

I have mid that certain slllclals should
list lo my opinion be removed during the
continuance o! the term for which they
were appointed, solely for tbo purpose of

HUfONHIBI.I TO Till l'SUPLS,
The pledgea 1 have made were made to

the people, and to them I am responsible

redeemed. I Km not responsible to the
Senate, and I am unwilling to submit myaction and oflclal conduct to tliem for
odgment. There are no srounda for an
negation khni the foar ,ol being found

false to my professions Influences me In
duollning to submit to the demands of the
Senate. I have not constantly refused to
suspend olllclals and thus Incqrfed the
displeasure of po|ltl(U|l friends, and yetwl|fq|ly broken faith with the people for
the lake of being false to them,

confirmations of appointee* conditioned
upon the avowal that the eqspen'slonshave lieen made on party grounds alone,
