nieaoiiie. Mr. Camden engaged actively
in the debate to-day aud had a very lively
tilt with Mr. Culloin. There is very little
doubt that the ameudment will be adoptedby a largo majority aud that tho bill as
ftinc-nded Hill be almost unanimously
passed. No measure of greater interest
and htmetit to West Virginia and tho Mid¬
dle States has been before Congress for
many years.

Mr. Oullom de-
feuded the bill. The committee had given
the subject of long and short hauls a good
deal of consideration and had not felt it
¦tnfe to go further than the State of Massa¬
chusetts hud gone in that matter. No
.'.ountry in the world had an absolute
.ong«nd short haul for a railroad. There
was in this country a belief that the short
haul people were swindled to mako up
for tho loss on a long haul. The commit-
toe had endeavored by this bill to prefent
tho possibility of railroads recruiting
thomsflven out the short haul poople for
losses on hi long hau1.
Mr. Shermau could not soo how the

committee having recogntaed the longand
iliort haul principle, could resist the
Amendment proposal by Mr. Camdon.
Without that amendment double rute
from Chicago to Now York might lie
charged. That would be a groat icjustice
to Pittsburgh. It was impossible to stop
.short of extonding the long and short haul
principle to interior points ou a .railroad
if it was lo ho applied to great terminal
points on the samo railroad. If there was
tny juMicrt controlling rates to extreme
points the principle ought to be extended
to intermediate poiutj. But it was said
it cost mora for a short haul than for a
long one; that was not so. It had never
been shown to be so. Tbero was no
ground of equity for a larger charge on a
ihoit Imul than n lonK»r one. II we
wro to make n rule About It we
oould not escape going the wliolo
way. Any other rule would destroy
ill tin' luturmedlatu towns unci cities.
One of tlio (treat evils of our time was the
enormous eoucontrallou In our cities, the
result ol railroad arrangement*. at the ex¬

pense of local communities, The fight on
the lew minis which Mr. Camden hutl
¦jiovoil ts strike out ("from the same

point of departure") showed that tho ob¬
ject was to keep up the privileges of
tanking heavy durum from local points
and making discriminations against Ohio,
Indiana and West Virginia, and all In¬
terior intermediate points.
Mr. Sillier opposed tho amendment and

J welcome you to this third anniversary
ol your existence. You, who in our hui-

11es 'n"^ruct the coining generation in I
the history of thoir race; you, who break
from duties in church or in State, to show
your love for your fellow men by your ml
in the study of their nrogrehs; you, who
for a moment throw aside the cures of the
press, the toil of authorship, or the do-
lights of study in retirement, in the name
of the Association, I bid you ull joy at
your 'onewed presence with one another.

lhe object of our pursuit is one of the
grandest that solicits the attontion of
man. The .movement of mighty States
ovor the scene ol over-succe .ing action is
like the march of so many armies with
their various civlliiations for their ban-
tiers; they themselves have faded away;
their career, thoir enduring contributions
to the sura of human knowledge, their
men of transcendent genius, suctias aro
vouchsafed to the race at great intervals
of centuries, all cotne withiu the range of
our pursuits. Moreovor, we are nearest
of kin to the students of moral philosophy.
The movement* of humanity aro gov

erned by law. It is true that tho sparrow,
when the timo conios for its fall to the
ground, obeys a law that pjrvades the
kosmoa; and it is equally true that every
hair in the head of a human bolngis num¬
bered. The growth and decay of empire;
the morning lustre of a dynasty and its
fall from the sky before noon-day; the
first turning of a sod for the foundation of
a city to the footsteps of a traveler search¬
ing for its place, which time line hidden-
all proceed as it is ordered. The charac-
ter of science attaches to our pursuits.

1.SSS0NS LKARNKD.
The difllculty of discerning the presence

of law iu the actions of rational beings J
grows out of the infinite variety of move¬
ments of the human will and of the mo¬
tives by which it may be Bwayed. in
the department of history tho difllculty of
judgment is diminished, for history deals
with the past, which is beyond tho reach
of chaugo. Tho discerning statesman
may forecast tho character of coming
events, and form a pluti of action with a
reasonable confidence in its wisdom; but
the critic, who docs not bring with him
the spirit of candid inquiry, cannot com-
prebend the institutions forming them¬
selves before his eyes, iu all antiquity
no true democracy existed as a Govern-
ment; yet our natloual organisation ac-
cepted elements from tho political organ¬
izations of the Greek; it counts Christian¬
ity among its sources; It proilted by the
experience of tho itoman Empire in estab¬
lishing Inter-cltiaonshlp and domestic free
trade. It was essentially imbued with
the spirit of the reformation, which rose
up iu Germany with Luther, and was de¬
veloped by Calviu in France and Switzer¬
land.

It drew from England ideas of a per¬
sonal liberty and eloments suited to tho
form of government which it had to frame.
In its colonial period it derived from its
own experience an opulence of forms of
representative government.

INUKH1TANC8 (IF AMKIUCAMS.
The American people hag cause to be

grateful to preceding generations for their
Urge inheritances. Hero Is no rule of
"the many;" it Is the government of the
people, the government by all. Wero In¬
dividuals or a class to set themselves
apart hero they would constitute only a
sect. A government that is less than the
government by the entire people is a

government oi which the legislation will
j lis very nature incline to the benefltof

classes. The (iovernaient of our "new
nation" is rightly dosorlbed by one of its
greatest exponents as a "Government of
the people, by the people." Tho singular
combination of the best elements of the
psstinour Institutions favored the increase
of territory! Our fathers expressed tholr
vast aspirations in theartlclesof confedera¬
tion. We never extended our limits In
the direction which they pointed; but it
was not long (before we reached the Gulf
of Mexico. When a foothold was offered
to the United Statee In the West India
islands, they, after reflection, refused to
plant their foot on the richest of them all
and have never deported from the decis¬
ion not to enter tho tropics. The com¬
pleteness of tho country was not estab¬
lished till a President of the United States
succeeded by one treaty with Ureal Brit¬
ain and another with Mexico, to enter Into
the pesceful possession of the continent
lor sixteen degrees on the I'aclflo. It was
this settlement Which perfected the Union.
From that moment its majesty and safety
rested on tho line of east and west, and as
far as tho human eye can see we may In
consequence hold oar Union in perpe¬
tuity.

TUB SLAVtRY QUESTION.
In the first Congress slavery brought

danger to the Union; under the Presi¬
dency of John Adams it took stepa for an
early dissolution | it was quieted tor
awhile by Jefferson and hi) Immediate
successors, but from the moment that tho
country had Its vast establishment on the
Pacific, the dissolution of the Union be¬
came Itupoealble. Tho will of the people
was able to exact its preservation; but
what an inlinlty of power was necessary to
carry out that will', to express it, 1 adopt
the words of an English writer, a master
of his own noble language, a thorough
scholar, and honored as an historian In
both hemispheres! "There are certain
things," he says, "which only domocracy
can execute. No monarchy or privileged
order would havo dared to tako measures
necessary to maintain the American
Union. They would Infallibly have wreck¬
ed themselves In the effort."

EIGHT HOUR SCHEME.
KFFKCTON BUILDING INTKBHST3.

In Obieago-lBiliutrlM That Caaaot maud
the Chang*.A (Jouvaullon uf (ha Hnlgbu

Ouil'amo, April 27..'the otTect of the
eight-boar movement upon the brick and
atone output, it is said, will tliow itself
more plainly than iu any other class of
building material. Last year tbo stone-
yarda of the city turned out boildiug atone
of a value ot nioro than $3,000,1)00. At
the earne time the brickyards in aud
around Chicago manufactured nearly 400,-
000,000 common bricks. The proposition
for eight hours work after .May 1 has bad
a paralyzing elTect upon building interests,
and as a consequence tho stoue and brick
interests have already received a severe
¦hock. A prominent brick manufac¬
turer says if the system should be
adopted here, and not outside, the
Chicago yards would be so affected
that tiiey would have to quit trying to
make brick. Tho proportion for eight
hours' work would uultu ut least twenty'
live percent difference In tbo quantity of
brick to be produced iu aud around Chi¬
cago. Tlie brick manufacturers had ex¬
pected a crop this year of 400,000,000, and
with eight houis' work the yards could
not make morn than 1100,000,000. "From
the present building outlook," said he, "it
aceuia as if we would lie at .1 Ions to Und a

place to put 300,000,1)00 bricks. Ilulldlng
has stopped. The eight-hour business
puis at least one dollar on the cost of each
thousand of brick, and during the sum¬
mer the price would probably be $7 20 a
thousand, when it ought to bs $0 25. We
do not know yet what our employes will
do,and we doubt very much if they know/'
Another manufacturer Bald he had been

credibly informed that plans for jjuildings
valued at fully $u,u00,000 are now lying in
the pigeon-holes of the architects await-
lug u settlement of this question. A rep¬resentative of tho company, which con¬
trols the stone interest at Chicago anil
Jollet, said the eight-hour proposition had
produced a feeling of uncertainty, which
was having its effect upon building inter¬
ests. Men saviug money to put into
buildings would withhold it for the pres¬
ent at least, iie added: "Stone men are
uot doiug one-fourth the business they
should he doing at this lime of tho
year, and I cnunot It'll what the result
will bs on the Urat of May. It will
depend somewhat upon the shapo which
the elght-heur proposition then assume).
If the men demand ten hours' pay for
eight hours' work, they will knock the
building business all to pieces. Thostono
used in Ohicngo last year was worth more
than $3,000,000. If the present prospect
prevails the product of the stoue yards
will not exceed $2,000,000, which means a
loss of wages to the stone-cutters of at
least U3J percent in comparison with last
year auu the season of 1884. The situa¬
tion may even become worso. It may
show a reduction in building of one-half,and if it does tho atoue yards aud tliu
stone-cutters will have to share the re¬
duction whh the rost."

convenience ought to be settled by arbi¬
tration i that questions as to rates of wages,
hours of labor and the kind of service to
be rendered are proper aubjects ot arbitra¬
tion ; that the Chamber fully recognises
the right of all clasaea of citizens
to unite In trade or labor associations,
and to use all moral and legal
means In tho furtherance of their inter¬
ests; that any employe leaving bis busi¬
ness and going on a strike forfeits his
place absolutely; that any man resorting
to violence to prevent another man work¬
ing shall be visited with the full penalty
of the law; and that every association
which endeavors by Intimidating to
abridge the llberly ot choice or of action
deserves the seyerest oensure ot every
American cltlien.
These resolutions were discussed at

great length, nearly all of those present
making Btrong speeches in favor of their
adoption.
A resolution presented by Qustave

Schwab, calling upon the citizens ot
America to support the guardians of the
law In maintaining peace and ordor was
added to the Hat of resolutions presented.
The entire list ot resolutions was then
adopted by the Board with much enthu¬
siasm.
