hours work for tun hours pay" that is to

he inauguiuted. 'll.iiuia particularly truu

iu Chicago, where the movement seeum to

have flensed for the preeent, and wliere
certain trades, euch iia enter into building,
are threatened with at leant temporal)'
paralysis.
What la the explanation ul thin remark¬

able movement? There are many expia¬
tion! vouchsafed, nearly all of which have

their respective aharea of truth and ex¬

aggeration. Here ia ouo by the well
knowu theatrical manager, MoVlcker, that

has a good ileal of ho:li tiuth and origin¬
ality fn it, He says;
The great corporations h»vo themselves

to lliauk for the piesent coudition of
thing*. When iliev watered (heir stocks
tliey never stopped to consider that labor
mightsome day demand that labor hn
watered, that ia ti n l»bor demand of to¬
day pure and simple, I'he workinginen
are simply following the example of the
corporations and trying to water the com¬
modity which tlmy have to Hell. -thttvq
no feura but that sliikes ainl boycotting
will regulate themselves in due course uf
time.
Perhaps the movement for "eight hours

work and ten hour* pay" haa not been
more satisfactorily accounted for than in
tiiie brief coinment by MeVicker. It cer-

ifnly ia a "watering" process, just as he
says, if we assume that the existing
pay for ten hours work isnu a plane with
general values throughout the country,
But if Ibis is not generally the case.if

1 iltor remuneration to-day is below the
plane of average values throughout the
cointry.then this movement, so far as

ft obtains, will simply level up labortotliat
average.

Until Iha I Xperlment ia tested we shall
not know how Ibis is. Without Ihia ex¬

periment no one can say that this inovo-

mout haa come to stay. It ie an experi¬
ment indeed in the strictest sense of the
word. Nothing legitimate in ila character
can he bought or sold ou such a basis.
(20 porcout of water) and therefore if
tbia really provflf to be a demand for
"something for nothing," It will come to

naught, and it ia not worth while at pres¬
ent to distress ourselves because of the
Hctual lest that Is to be applied on the 1st
of May.

Jtiat as panics, dull times, active com¬

petition, and othsr Inexorable agoucles
get In their work In the long run on water¬
ed stocks of all kinds, so the general
average of values, whatever it may lie,
will got in its work soouor or lator on

this experiment, and reveal to the coun¬

try what is the true plane of remunera¬

tion for the kind and variety of labor that
may bo involved in the experiment.
We are speaking of the proposition, "ten

liouis pay (or eight hours work." This
has nothing to do wltb the naked ques¬
tion ol whether It is hotter to limit a

ilay'a work to eight lioura. That is some¬
thing entirely different. As long as eight
hours as a days work is not by law made
compulsory on both employers and em¬

ployed, which is not at nil likely, It is
probable that the basis of remuneration
will shift from tho day to the honr, and
that tho rulo will become to stipulate by
the hour or the piece, A great deal of
work throughout tho land is already on

this basis.
Tliero la a large amount of labor tbat

rannot from Its nature l>o restricted to
eight hours, and also a great many labor¬
ers who, on the hour basis of pay, will
prefor to work more than eight hours.
The agricultural work of the country can¬

not be restricted to eight hours; uorcan

the transportation work of the land.
Therefore we Bay that it seems likely In
the long run that the present eight hour
movement will revolve Itself Into a gen¬
eral practice throughout tbo country of
paying either by the hour or the piece.
This result will go far to settle the dlill-

unity both In regard to the question of
hours and remuneration, and whero the
hours are not excessive and compulsory,
and the remuneration Is on an equitable
scale, there will be a belter understand¬
ing and a better feeling between employ¬
ers and employes than ou the more arbi¬
trary basis of payment by the day.

opening up Its territories by means of rail¬
ways, will become dependent upon the
London money tnarkot; and, as Kngland
will provide tlio funds for ralIwsyconstruc¬
tion, It Is sale to assume tbat Kugland will
also supply the greator part of the materi¬
al, Mo doubt Germany will obtain a por¬
tion ol the orders (or material, and some

portion may perhaps jt, t0 the United
Hlate*, hut the greater part ol the material
will li*ve to come (roiu Kngland. Once
orders are placed here in Kngland lor Iron
for railway construction In Ohlna there
will inevitably be a considerable raise In
the price of Iron and In the price of shares
of Iron companies. Speculators will put
forward glowing accounts of the extent
and popnlouaness of China, and ol the Im¬
mense quantities of Iron that will be re¬
quired to provide It with the proportionate
mileage of railways. It will seem to
the more sanguine that a new area of ex¬
traordinary prosperity will be beginning
for the Iron trade, and there will be euoli
a rise In iron and coal as has not been
seen for years past, This, of course, will
after a while lead to an Inovltable col¬
lapse. Hut In the meantime It Is safe to
onume that a very good and proOtable
business will be done br the Iron masters.
Uoal, of course, will eliare in the good
luck, And the prosperity of two such
great Industries as Iron and coal will
dillbse Itself throughout all classes, and
there will be a period of considerable In¬
flation The extraordinary prosperity of
the past thirty or forty yean was mainly
due to the fact that the world ha« had, In
(lie course ol * (ingle generation, to ohinge

almost its whole systen of machinery, to
provide itself with new means of locomo¬
tion, both by land and bet, and to provide
itself also with new instruments for manu¬
facture. The depression through jhlch
we are now passing is to a large extent
due to the fact that the change in the in¬
struments of production has nearly
couie to an end. But if so vast
an empire ss that of China
Ukes up the work of rail¬
way building, new activity will be impart¬
ed to our greatest industries, and a period
of great prosperity may be expected to en-
sue. The prosperity may be marred of
course, as it has been in tne past, by over-
sptculation. And it probably will be ad¬
versely affected, too, by too great haste on

the part of Cbiua to carry throuuli the
work upon which it has entered. But for
awhile it is reseonable to assume that the
building of railways in China, assuming
that it is carried ou on a considerable
scale, will give prosperity to our iron and
coal trades, and therefore to ail the trades
that are suhbMiary to them, it will im¬
part prosperity, too, to the railways and to
our snip buildiug, and generally it will
have a beneficial effect upou the whole
commercial community. »Aud its conse¬

quences will be still more far-reaching. For
example, silver is the money of Cbiua,
and as China is opened up more niouey
will he rt'ijuired; the demaud for silver
will rapidly increase, and it isnotatali
improbable that the value of the metal
may rise even to its old luvol. It ia gen¬
erally believed, too, that China is rich in
gold mines, and it may be, therefore, that
China will be able to add laigely to the
world's supply of gold; Lastly, as China
is opened op, the export trade from that
country will be greatly stimulated; ali
classes of producers will he enriched, and
wages, as a utcecsary conscijueuce, must
rise. Tills will enable the Cninese to buy
more largely from the-cotton mauufuctur-
eis of Lancashire, and in return the
greater prosperity of the British people
will increase the demand for the tea and
silk of China.

engineers. But some persons may say,
.You engage in strikes.' Yes, that id true.
We have not yul reached that point where
we duss ourselves under the hetd of auti-
strikers."

IIOW TO UKUKKU UHIKVAKCKS. '

A f ter reciting the methods 01 the Brother¬
hood to effect u settlement of grievances
with thu companies interested, Mr. Arthur
continued

"Let the men come together and discuss
their grievances, aud then come to au un¬
derstanding. Let the employer give the
men uuder him to understand that he is
interested in their welfare, and not that
lie considers them mere senseless ma¬
chines. Aijtiug uuder this policy when¬
ever, during tne past twelve years, we
have been met by tne ollicers of thu roads,
there has been no strike. Kvery strike
by us has bee.i caused by tiie blunt refusal
on thu part of the "roads to recognise us.
Now, who is to blame for the strikes wu
have had? Since tho trouble ou the
(irantf Trunk and Bojton and Maine
roads, where we were positively refined
recognition, eveu for the purpose of ami¬
cably adjusting the difficulties, every
diflercnce has been adjusted by our
brotherhood. During thu excitement oi
the paBt few months wu have had seven
diligent casus, and in every cane the
policy of the brotherhood has settled them
all. As far as I know the locomotive en¬
gineers and the railroad companies are ou
excellent terms."

Kele'rlng to thn men oil the (Juiirifc-

ticut itiver and Vermont Central roada
who weru ordered by the cotnpanlei t
withdraw Ifoui the Brotherhood, aud
who soon afterward had their wage,
duced 10 percent, (Jtitef Arthur Bald:
"No iimn has the ri«ht lo Mgtaoilier, 'Thou shalt' or 'lliou fitiftlt not,

andlu the violation ol this principle la
whore the trouble lies among the work'
Iniimrn to-day. We have no bualnens to
aay that an employer ahall employ or
shall not employ this man, A man, hM
the right to belong to any organliatlonprovided It Is not contrary to thelaw.
We say no man baa the right to say to
another man that he must not belong to
an organisation. And, too, we have no
right to go to tho companieB and Bay,'You muat not employ that man. We
oppose this way ol doing things, oil prin¬ciple. Unless a man la a rascal, you have
iio rliiht aa Superintendent or master
mechanic, to prevont him Irom getting
employment elsewhere because he does
not suit you; lor he might buH boiuo-
body else. The great trouble Is thore baa
been too great a chasm between cap tal
and labor, and we should strive to bring
them closer together. Thero should be
no antagonism. Thero Is no occasion lor
It and, though 1 want every laboring
man to hold up his headland look IMa
employer squarely in the lace, I want him
to remember that capital, as well as
labor haa rights which wo must respect.We cannot "lo without either Both .re
essential to the prosperity ol the country.Thero should be no clashing between
tbom.there need be noue.

the time Ooil gives you, and It you want
an additional two hours lor the purpose
ol Improving your mind then I hope the
law-givers of the land will give it to you,
anil that you will appreciate it and not
loiter It away as many men do, I am ob¬
liged lo acknowledge. My advice Is, bei^,i>r be frugal, be nduslrious, and prac¬tice i Httlo .olf-desiel lor the benefitol
tlioeo who aro dependent upon your dally

ing the quantity when standing idle. The
home's stomach being the smallest known
to comparative anatomy, he should have
hie three meals a day. 1)0 not teed a
horse aa you would a cow, with her series
oJ large stomachs deaigned for storing
away surplus food. Onto are too little ap¬
preciated oy horse-owners. Corn is not a
natural iood for the horse; it is too fat¬
tening, and a fat horse is not a useful
horae. The street-car hoises ol Boeton
are well fed, and laat belter than the av¬
erage hurae on the farm. Thirteen mile*
is about the extent of a day's work for a
horse that is in harness seven days in the
week, and the car-ownere hava learned
this, and do not try to exceed it. Any man
who attempts to make bis horse do more
than this and follows it will fail. In
driving on the road It la speed that
kiila. Driving live miles in ten ininues
leal tirnu than it uught to Uke
gives pain and shortens life. Some
horses eat like soiue men.too Hat. He
bail an unpatented method of curing the
habit; keep a peck of cobble stones in the
maugrr among which the oats are poured,
ami the horse will require time for sepa¬
rating the grain from the rocks. He had
tried to iuduce Boston uiillers to introduce
rollers into their mills for crushing oats,
but thus lar without success. Crushed
oats make the best feed iu the world for a
horse, and would he iu deuiaud if procura¬
ble. Watering immediately before or
immediately alter eating ia had for the
horse. Before eating cold water chills the
atoiuach, and uulU* it for the digestive
proceas, while water poured down upon a
lull btoinauh washes the contents along
too fast, cau.iug a waste o( food, and if
followed by luiuu'illate driving, that most
disgusting complaint, sours. Water
should be given little at a time and often.
Most horses driuk more than they need,
beiuuse they ure allowed to become too
dry or too tired. A tired horse may be
trusted to oat, but not always to drink,
