Xh« fropiu ho U Making With HU

UUtory.
Gen. Logan la jiiat now the hardest

worker among the statesmen at Waahing-
ton, writes a correspondent of the Phila¬
delphia Pteu, Besides attending to his
senatorial and social duties and a very
large private correspondence he works
four hours a day on his history.' He finds
time (or this extra labor by adopting the
good old plan of early riaing. By the time
that most of hia fellow-Senators have
risen and breakfasted the Ueneral'a pen
has traveled over several pates of manu¬
script. lie is always at his desk at seven
o'clock In the morning. Between that
hour anil U all the daily work on "Tub
Great Conspiracy" ie done. Tne room in
whinh he works is the smallest of the
apartments of his beautiful home near the
Bouudary. It adjoins his drssstug room,
aud id furnished in u style ol soldierly
simplicity. Tho lloor in shining black
oak, covered with here and there a rug.
A bookcase In one corner contuius about
three liuudrod volumes.mostly historical
and politlco-econoiniu works.bound uni¬
formly in red leather. Two pictures adorn
the walls, one a Hue portrait of General
Grant on horseback ami the other a print¬
ing of the battle of Chapultepec. The
Senator sits at tho large waluut desk di¬
rectly in front of the only wiudow iu the
room,
The General works in his usual .Senate

attire, with his coat buttoned closely up
tolilsneck. With scarcely u movement
of weariness he nilH erect hour after hour
till the uaual daily quota has been added
to the book, lie in by no means a fluent
wilter, but he is a very painstaking one.
A pagn of about two hundred words is
his hourly average. He la never satisheil
with the llrst copy, nor does he intrust it
to his secretary to be rewritten. He
writes it over again himself, often upend¬
ing more lime on the revision than ou
the first dralt. At nearly every page
he takes down one of the hooks of
reference from the top of Ins desk. He
can readily find the matter ho wishes to
see, because before beginning his history,
he siient several niiintns hunting up au¬
thorities itnd marking the pages wfiicti he
foresaw would he of use to hiui. When
he has referred to a book he doeB not in¬
dulge in that habit, so dear to the heart
of inost men of letters, of throwing it
aside on a chair or on tho lloor, but re¬

places it carefully. If thoughts refusd to
come or words decline to express theui
tho only sign of annoyance observable iu
the General is a vigorous pulling of the
muBtache. At the stroke of 11 o'clock he
stops writing, often iu the middle of a

page, wipes bis pen carefully, and sets
that every book and every sheet of paper
in In its proper pluce before leaving for
the Senate Chamber.
A great deal has boen said aud written

about the Important part that Mrs. Logan
has taken in the composition of "i'lie
Great Conspiracy," This Is all bosh.
General Logan has composed every page
of the book yet writteu, doing even the
mechunical work of copying without aid.
In fact, he has imposed on nimself much
unuecessary labor. With a mind full of
information on tho suhjsct and a good
flow of lauguage he might have had his
history In press long ago if he had availed
himself of the services of a stenographer
and secretary. Ho loves this work of
itself, however, and lingers over it as lov¬
ingly as the youthful poet lingers over the
first offspring of his Imagination.

I.«nven truin tlie I.I To of n Ilrllllnnt aud

lSntertnlulnic Woman.
H'aiAfngftm DttpiUch to the tit. Loult Ulofit-Democrat,
Mrs. Fremont, who came here so many

years ago us jirelty Jeesio IWnton, and has
passed through so many varied experi¬
ences and strange vicissitudes since, has
recently come back to Washington for a
short slay. Fortune has at last been kind
to the I'athflndcr and he js now in easier
circumstances than for many years. The
Fremonts have taken a house for a year,
and these two distinguished and aged
people are now bard at work upon
General Fremont's memoirs. Mrs.
Fremont has already given proof
of her literary talent and for some years
has been an industrious contributor to
many periodicals and children's maga¬
zines. Sho is nominally General Fre¬
mont's Bccrotary or amanuensis work, but
the burden of memory, arrangement and
composition is rather evenly divided.
They lound it necessary to come here and
stay where General Fremont could have
access to the old papers and reports, and
meet bis old comrades In bcouos that
would alone recall many things by asso¬
ciation. Mrs. Fremont la a brilliant aud
fascinating wotnau in conversation, and
every one uatens to her delightedly when
a subject happens to draw her out.
She presided at a recent Informal meet¬

ing at Senator Jones' house, called to in¬
terest peoulo In helping to complete a
non-sectarian foundlings' home. The sub¬
jects one to touch any one with a heart
or a sympathetic fibre in them, aud Mrs.
Fremont had not only all the benevolent
and deep charity, but mncli better, a prac¬
tical knowledge of the workings of snch
institutions in New. York and London.
Hor Informal talk to the ladles was most
interesting, and she had ths humor, the
pathoB and tho direct common sense that
the subject called for. Washington Is one
of the worst places to establish and main¬
tain any charity, and for the same reason
bis the most crying need for
them, because of the shifting char¬
acter of its peoplo and the few
people of means really resident hers. In
touching upon this point, after dsscriblng
the London institution, Mrs. Fromont
found occasion to Bay that they could not
hopo to do here what had been done In
London, because everything was fixed and
established there, and everything was un¬
certain, temporary and transitory here.
There were Institutions that had enjoyed
Parliamentary grants unhindered for a
hundred anil seventy years, while here
every four years brought Its change and
each administration reversed and upset
anil changed tho olllcera ol tbe last ad¬
ministration. At that point a Democratic
Senator's wife hurst In with a vehement:
"No, Indeed, they don'tl" and the found-
llnga were forgotten while the company
laughed at that partisan explosion of wrath.
