hired man, whom it had snatched out of
bed in the attic, lie didn't know whero
his wlfo was, but saw some shreds of a
night-gown and several agate buttons iu
thu front yard as he fled.

I did not know
wlmt he meant ut first; hut he went out
with me, and.I'm almost afraid you'll
think I am a liar for telling the truth-
there was about hall an acre growing of
the finest parlor matches I ever saw.
They were as thick as hairs on a blind
mole. He said he had a poor crop the
year beforo, because the seed was too good
for Buch Boil, ThiB year he had mixed
his seed matches with about one-fourth
toothpicks and got a aplendld yield.
