A great dual la said about capital and

labor, and tbo asaumpllon aeeina to be
that tboy are tbo upper and the nether
millstones which grind the world's grist.
But there is a third element quite aa im¬
portant which Is too generally overlooked,
namely, enterprise. Of the two, labor Is
more indebted to enterprise than to capi¬
tal lor the opportunities It onjoys, and
upon enterprise more than upon capital
(all the burden of loss Incident to Indus¬
trial disturbance.

Capital is proverbially timid, more
afraid of loss than eager for gain. It
wean harness which shows great wear and
usage In the bold-backs, but very little in
the lugs. Capital has a ponchant for re¬
tiring from buslnesH, and living on renta,
coupons, and mortgago lorecloauros. Ita
auxioty is to keep, not to make. From
the very nature ot the case the capitalist
is conservative, with a growing tendency
to look with distress upon business ven¬
tures. Ills own experience, probably,leads him, ever more and more, to suspect
the man who explains to him how this or
that active business could be made to
yield a large prollt on a small investment,
and il be was never caught on a hook thus
baited be knows plenty ol people who
were, and he is quite excusablo II he gets
luto the habit ol regarding all such ap¬
proaches as only one remove from pocket-
picking. The Inevitable tendency of cap¬
ital is 10 be an oyster, seoking the seclus¬
ion which ita shell grants at the slightest
suggestion of danger.
This attitude of capital toward enter-

firiso can occasion no wondermont, but It
s none tbo leas true that tho business
world would become a stagnant fen, man¬
tled with the green of Its own calm, If It
were not for onterptise, Much' which
passes lor that Is little better than robbery,
It ia true, and many schemes for making
money aro chimerical; but after making
liberal allowance for the rogues and the
cranks it still remains that both labor and
capital are under Incalculable obligation
to enterprise for turning the pond of
wealth Into the running brook of profit¬
able investment and employment, in¬
stead of that hateful green acum there Is
tho ripple and sparkle of running water.
The Socialists who are transported to

America from the rotten heart of Europe
may he excused for not appreciating this
great fact, for in the accursed lands of op
presslou from which they hall thero are
very few lauitimate enterprises, and capi¬
tal and labor constitute very nearly the
beginning audtbe end; but noonocan
have any just conception of the develop¬
ment ol this continent without recognising
enterprise as a more potential factor than
capital, and the best friend ol labor. The
frlonilshlp between them Is not . Ue of
sentiment which the sword of momentary

had tbe aid ol labor, and could not have
got on at all without it. Labor did not
concern itaelf with the final outcome. It
matters little whether profit or lose come
ol the work done, provided only the wagee
were paid with regularity. From the
nature o( thinga labor doea not trouble
itaelf about remote consequences, and en¬
terprise, having much more to gain than
to lose, puahea boldly forward, soothed
and sustained by the comforting assur¬
ance that there la no Imprisonment for
debt, and if this venture fail another maysucceed.
At a time like this puhllo attention

ought to be specially and emphatically
drawn to this feature of the industrial
situation. Itiaidletoexpect any settled
harmony between employe and employer
until the fact is rnado plain and appre¬
ciable that labor ia really dealing with Its
partner, and that from the nature of the
case there ia a community of interest be¬
tween them which nothing can destroy
or supersede.
