18S0 1 never
presented, iravo or handed to 7, <nas Fisk
Wilber a $ UK) bill or any other bill or auy
mouey, or auy valuable consideration or
thing at the place he moutioun, or any
other place for any purpose whatever. 1
never promised to or undertook or at¬
tempted to or expressed any willing¬
ness to pay any money or any
valuable consideration or thing what¬
ever for any purpose. I never
knew, or believed, or heard that Mr. Bailey,
or Mr. Pollock, or anybody else, undertook
to influence said Wilber, or mude auy at¬
tempts eo to do, or employed, or endeavor¬
ed to employ, any corrupt practices to'ob¬
tain my said litters patent, and do not be
lieve so now. So far as my personal acta
and knowledge are concerned, I know
that all proceedings iu the liliug and
prosecution of the applicatiou for my pat¬
ent, aud iu the grant of it, were free from
fraud aud trickery nud honest in all re¬
spect*, and I believe that all the acta of
others concerned were also in all respects
honest. I make these statements iu the
fulUst and broadest sense. Mr. Wilber
did not show me Grey's caveat, or the
drawing of it, or any portion of either. I
have naver been the original papers of
that caveat, aud 1 did not even see a copyof them until after tho 1) »wd nipt was
brought, which was in the fall of 1878.

ALL WILllltII TOLD BKI.L.

When I saw Mr. Wilber about my ap¬
plication in 1870 ho took up my origiual
applicatiou papera and pointed out a para¬
graph w)iich wan in them wlieu the appli¬
cation was originally Hied, February If.
1870, and has not been changed niuue, ami
which contained the following papvagu:
"The external resistance may also bo va¬
ried. For instance Jet mercury or some
other liquid form part of a voltaic circuit
then the more deeply the conuucting wire
is iminorsod in the mercury or other
liquid the less resistance does the liquid
oiler to the passage of the current. Ileuce
the vibration of tho conducting wire in
mercury or other liquid included in the
circuit occasions undulations in the cur¬
rent."
Mr. Wilbcr huIiI tint the caveat I had

put in interfered with that. I did nut
have any other knowledge of tbo contents
ol Gray's caveat, speeitiuatiou or drawing
or either of them until after Gray had
published the caveat in 1878, except what
Mr. Ortiy wrote me himself about his ca¬
veat February 21,18)7, in a letter which
in iu the record of pioofti fur iny patent her
fore the Secretary of the Interior. J tes¬
tified to tliiu in 187U.

labor. While the Unionists are inclined
to strick to their first loye. although they
Ijayo a warm side for the Knights ol
Labor, it is only a question of policy and
both organic itions are anxious to do all
in their power for the beuetlt of working-
men. Home of the trades want to order
and raise strikes, control wages to suit
themselves aud do not want to be hamp¬
ered by the J^niglits. From all accounts
the question, which is an important one,
will be settled at this mooting.
