The real, nutural galts of the horae have
been stated to be the mlktnig and the run-
niuﬂmil. Why this should bave been so
staled it is diflicnlt to sny, excopt that it
sectns to have been applled to Boglish
lhumuﬁhhw\t horses of fllty year ngo.
Lven the thorooghlired horse really lins
another galt—the trot—and fully ss much
so #s Lhe walk or gallop, mnd the trot is us
constantly used sy either of the others,
All other horses have the trolting gait as
the most used except the walk, ln trot-
tiog-bred animals ft might with the same
propriety be sald that tuey have but two
ults—thie walk and the trot—trotting be-
ng thelr best gnit aa runniog s with the
thorough-bred,

To urply common sense to all this, the
aoimal must be traloed directly for the
work ho s 10 do, In all horses of labor
the walk istho most valuable glnit. In
trainiog, the young anlmal should neyer
be sllowed lo nse any other gait axocspt
the walk until he has become thoroughly
weed thereto, and he sbould be tralned to
