Nile
sprang from the porch to twupu, hut be
followed her and uxalu seised her, when
she (ell, uud refused to go. Mr. Thatcher
then dragged her a short distance, when
her husband appeared with a gun and
called to the oilicer to let her go. The lat¬
ter proceeiied to place a pair of nlppera on

her wrists, and according to some wit¬
nesses, put his hand to his hip pocket, at
which Johnson fired. The otner testi¬
mony corroborated this.
The result us to Johnson cannot lie

doubted. Of course he will bo held, the
law only requiring that the evidence shall
establish probable cause to hold him.
There is a growing impression that the
father and wife aro not guilty of aiding and
abetting in u legal sense.
In fact, there is quite a revulsion of feel¬

ing in Moundsville uud the vincinity con¬
cerning the man ami his crime. The hit¬

I have tried to do
what is right, but it eeeuia all In vain; but
111 die, all I ask Is God's forgiveness, aud
if 1 live 1 will bo u diUereut girl, lliere
are two people I would like to boo.one in
Pittsburgh and the other in llay \ lew.
You know who they are. God uelp and
pity me, Your disobedient daughter,* ' MlNHlS.
The girl had intended to commit the

deed on Saturday uight.and was only pre¬
vented by the accidental discharge of her
revolver, which frightened her, lest the po¬
lice would get alter her, and she went
home. Uoronnr Oriewell was called alter
the shooting, but held no post mortem, as
there was no doubt of how It occurred
and who did it. Tho funeral will take
place to-day.
