the droppings an the pastare fleld enrich
the eoil to a cortain extant, but we be-
lieve it wonld pay every farmer to go over
his field daily. with & wagon and collect
tha l.h't:lprl ngs, bauling themn to the
manare heap, there to be properly
composted and mixed with obsorbents.
When the droppiogs are lelt in the fleld

could be made of the quantity of manure
dropped in a field of filty cows in ong
year it would be probably equal to all
that s produced in the baroyard, yet its
efloct on the E;.utum is not equ.ll to that
which would prodaced if the whole
quantity of manure at the barnyard was
applied. The mannre althe barnyard is
properly cared for, while that on the pas.
ture s exposed to evaporation by dry
winds and the escape ol volatile matter
through the influence of the heat of the
sun,
