But this s not all that is necessary, To
find efther oil or gas In profliable quanti-
tiea the drill muat plerce a stratum of rock
composed of coarse, porooe ssud, which
hins Interatices and rur_u enogh to furnish
a reservoir for the Huid in such quantities,
liven this sort of rock may exist and yet
uo oll be found Init, The rook must be
free from crevices or leaks that will let the
ofl out, To hold gas, rock must be crusted
over or topped with astratum impetyious
to tho gas, To hold oil it must have a
cruat or impervious ptralum boneath it
The escapo of gas lrom the surlace of the
enrth is an unfavorable sign, for Lhe'rea-
gon that It ehowa the reservoir is not gas
tight and cannot retain the gas at a pres-
aure to make it valuable,
