Poultry Manure.

Henry Stewart says, In the New Y'ork
Timet, that every farmer values the manure
from tho poultry house (or Its nsa on corn,
cabbsge and other Held and garden crops,
lie knowa how It Is Immediately taken op
by these crops, changing tho pale color tc
a deep green, and starting . luiurlanl
growth. It Is ono ol the problems ol tin
art of fertilising that certain manures exerl
an effect unite disproportionate to thell
fertilising value. Thus, lu 100 poundi
of poultry mannro there are twt
pounds of phospliorlo acid, one pouni
ol potash and two and one-lotirth poundi
ol nitrogen) In 100 pounds of fresh woot
ashes there are U pounds ol potash and I
pounds ol phoaphoilo add | in 100 pottndi

of plaster there aro 75 to DO pounds ol sul¬
phate of lime in all, 5 pouuda of phoipho-
rlo acid, 2J ponuds of nitroKeo, 1 pouud of
potash, 40 pounds of sulphuric acid ami
45 pounds of lime. Quiet a poor and cheap
fertilizer would be an rich u this, but the
effect of this homemade mixture ia often
superior to that of a high grade, costly fer¬
tiliser. The reason 1b not hard to And.
It is that these substances are soluble In
an active condition, and furnish the crops
witli plant food suitable to their needs and
readily available. This is a most impor¬
tant point that should be well understood,
for it lies at the very bottom of the art and
practice of manuring.

The auccessful journalist of to day is tho

man who can supply any department of
his psper were he callod upon (o do it.
This may grate upon the ears of the young
man who lias cherished such noble ideas
of his chceen profession; but when he
comes down from the realm of fancy to
name successful meu whose stops he
would follow he iluds it a fact. There is
no call for young men, college-bred or
otherwise, in the editorial room, and a
diploma from a Herman univerelty cannot
create a demand, Journalism is a school,
and It has its primary department, as do all
other professions or occupations whose
goal Is a lofty one. The young man who
would make a name iu tho profession and
yet expects to begin and finish writing
editorials, has a distorted view of the work
before him. ft is no louger necessary,
however desirable, to have "worked up
from the case," but lie Idea of the head
of a paper who could not write a "local,"
