The Adjournment of the Forty-

ninth Congress.

The First Session Closes Without
Incident* of Uoiuent.

A Nummary of the Work Done by
Both Houses.

Senator liiddleberger's Bad Break
In the Senate.

The ltiver and Burbor Bill Goes
Through All Bight.

Gift to Speaker Carlisle by Bepub-
lii'un Members.

Wasimnuton, D. 0., August 5..The
tlrst st-saion of the Forty-ninth Congress
which elided to day began on Monday,
December 5,1885, and covered a period of
seven months and twenty-eight days, or
241 dajs except Sundays. Of this timo
the Senate was in session 101 day, and
the Houae 185 days, Daring that time
there were introduced in the two houses
1:1,201' measures, of which 10,014 were
House bills and 214 House joint resolu¬
tions and -',8111 bills and 8:1 joint resolu¬
tions of the Senate, The measurea pro¬
posed lor enactment into lawa exceedod
iu number by -2,1)10 those introduced at
the tlrst session of the Foity-elghtli Con¬
gress, which sat for seven months and four
days, or 165 daytffif actual working time,
1'hey covered all sorts of subjects, from
the payment of a laborer at the Capitol
for extra services to the complex questions
of taritl' legislation, and legislation with
respect to the national finances.
&Of tlio entire number comparatively few
were of what may be termed of national
importance. Thu greater number were
measures of a private nature, or of merely
local importance such as relief and pen¬
sion bills, bills for the erection of public
buildings; for the bridging of rivers; for
granting right of way to railroads through
military or Indian reservations; for the re¬
moval of political disabilities; for chang¬
ing judicial districts; for establishing new
land offices; for changing the names or lo¬
cation or increasing the stock of Nstionai
banks; for printing public.documents,
etc., etc.

NUMUBU OK SILLS THAT GOT TIIBOUQII.
A very small percentage of the wholo

number of bills Introduced, either of a

general or a private nature, becamo laws.
A comparatively small number succeeded
in gutting through tho committees to
which they were referred and reaching
die calendars of their respective houses.
Some secured passage in the house in
which they originated, but tailed of action
in tho other brunch, and a very large
number still remain unconsidered by the
committees to which they were referred.
The total number of nienaurcBthat pass-

eil both housi'B was 1,101, being 211 Senate
hills and 8(10 bills which originated in the
House. Of this total 80(1 became laws by
limitation, the Fresldent failing to approve
ur disapprove them within 10 days after
their presentation to hiin; 113 were veto¬
ed. and one failed by reason of adjourn-
rnent without action by the President.
01 the new laws 740 were House measures
and 241 Senate lueaaures. The laws that
bscstue such by liuiitrttion were with two
exceptions private pension anil relief bills.
01 the measures vetoed by the President
:w were Senate bills and 77 bills o( the
llouio. Twenty-eight ol the Senate bills
vetoed are private pension bills, three
worn (or the erection ol public buildings
[at Dayton, Ohio, Kloux City, Iowa, and
SStnesviUe, Ohio.]

A UIU VETO RECORD.
01 the Houso bills disapproved by the

President seventy-four were private pen¬
sion bills, and threo were lor the erection
of public buildings. The number ol meas¬
ured vetoed during the session were (our
more than have been vetoed from the
foundation of the Government to the be¬
ginning of the session just closed, While
nearly all of the vetoed bllla of the Senate
wero reported hack from the committee
with tho recommendation that they do
pass notwithstanding the President's ob¬
jection, and while similar action was taken
on some of the House bills, only one, that
granting a pension to Jacob Komiser, was
passed by the two Houses over the voto.
Tho I)es Moines river bill passed the Sen-
over tho voto, but failed to receive tho
requisite two-thirds vote in the House.
Motions to pass the bills to grant a pen¬
sion to Mary Anderson ami Andrew J.
Wilson over the President's veto were
defoated in the House. The consideration
of the other veto messages has been post¬
poned until the next session.

MEASURES or OENEHAL lUl'OHTAKCK.

The measures of general importance
that have been enacted into laws during
tho session in addition to the regular ap¬
propriation bills are as follows: The
Presidential succession bill; to provide
for the study of tbe nature and effect ol
alcoholic drinks and narccnlcs; to remove
the charge of desertion against soldiers
who re-onllBted without having received a
discharge from regiments in which they
had previously sorved; to legalise the in¬
corporation of National Trades Unions;
to give therecolvorof a national bank the
power to buy in ally property of the
bauk sold under foreclosure when
necessary to protect his trust: to regu¬
late tho promotion of graduates of
tbe United States military Readonly; to
permit tho owners of United States mer¬
chant vessels and ol any property on board
thereof to sue tho United States for dam¬
age by collision arising from the misman¬
agement of any govennent vessel accept¬
ing the Urant medals snd trophies; to
provide that surveyed lands granted to
railroads co-terininus, with completed por¬
tions of such roads and In organlisd coun¬
ties sball not be exempt from local taxa¬
tion on account of the lien of the Unitod
Slates upon them for the costs of survey¬
ing, selecting or conveying them; the oleo¬
margarine bill; the bill for the Increase of
the navy.

establishment ol an industrial home la
Utah lor women who renounce polygamyanil for their children.

IMPORTANT MKASUBIta DBFSATKl),
The important measures which, after-

debate, were defeated in the house in
which they originated, are as followa:
The Senate bill to increase the efficiency
of the Army; the House [Bland] bill, for
the free coluage of silver, and Senator
Vance's bill to repeal tbe Civil Service
act. Among tbe bills upon which farther
action by Congress is necessary before
they can become laws are tbe following:
The Oullom Inter-State Commerce bill;

Plumb, from the conference com-
mittee on the bill for the repeal of tho
preemption and timber culture acts, said
the Senate confereeB had agreed to yield
everything except a provision that where
thero was an allegation of irauil in the
entry of land, the Ibbuo shall be sent to a
court (or adjudication. The House con-
foreoa bad declined that, and bad alto
declined to sign the conference report.
Mr. Blair gave notice that on the flrsl

day of the next session he would ask con¬
sideration of the joint resolution amenda¬
tory of the constitution extending the
right ol suffrage to women.
Mr. Harris (Mr. Hawley in the chair),offered a resolution of thanks to Senator

Sherman "for tho ability, courtesy anil
impartiality" with which be had presided
over the Senate during tho present session.
The question being put, Mr. liawley

declared the resolution unanimouslyadopted, but Mr. Klddleberger created a
sensation by demanding a quorum, and
declaring that the reeolntlon ought not to
pass, and without a quorum could not
pass.
There was not a quorum prosont, and In

order to overcomo the embarrassing posi¬
tion, the Senate at 12:10 took a recess
until 1 o'clock.
After the recess (Mr. Hiddleberger not be¬

ing present) the resolution of thanks to
Mr. Sherman waa unanimously adopted.

Tint last Tiinoasor Tim bknatb.
Mr. Edmunds reported that the Com¬

mittee of the two Houses appolntod to wait
on the President to Inform him that tbs
two Houses bad completed their business
of the session and were ready to adjourn
unlesa ho had aoiue further communica¬
tion to make, bad performed that duty
and were informed by the President that
he had no further communication to make
and that he congratulated the two Houses
on the termination of their labors.

After a short delay the moment of ad¬
journment arrived and the Ohalr saldi
''Senators, before announcing the termina¬
tion of this session of the Senate 1 beg
leave to return to each of you my grateful
thanks for your uniform courtesy and
kindness to me as your presiding officer,and eepcclally for the resolution of to-day,
In which you have expressed your ap¬proval. Tblasession has bean distinguish¬
ed by the great number and variety ol sub¬
jects winch have been considered and by
the marked absence of political controver¬
sies. The varied needs and alma of a
rapidly growing country have occupied
more of tho time of the Senate. A abort
recess will enable you to greet your con¬
stituents. and I hope and trust that oach
olyou will return next December with re¬
newed health and strength to vour im¬
portant diltlea.

Hoveii Lives Loit, All of tlie Hutue Family.
A Sail Kvcnt. .

Portland, Mi., August 4..There wsb
a distressing accident In Portland harbor
to-day, in which sevon persons lost their
lives. A family party started out this
afternoon in two yachts, for a picnic. In
the tirst yacht were Wellington Masters,
aged seventy, bis wife, Jane Masters, six¬
ty-nine, and their six grand-children, Ben¬
jamin Whetten, aged seven; Maude Whot-
ten, twelve; Harry Cleveland, seven;
Emma Cleveland, eleven; Jane Masters,
nine, and little Jimmy Cleveland. The
second yacht contained James Whetten
and John K. Cleveland, with their wives,
who were the parents of the above named
children. Everything went pleasantly.
When off Seal Cove Diamond Island a

sudden squall came down upon them, It
struck the yaobt containing the old people
and their grand-children and capsized it.
When the equall struck the yacht she
careened over, the water rushed in, and
she sank Immediately, carrying down
every one on board. The only person
seen afterward was little Jimmy Cleve¬
land, who floated on the surface. The
second boat was about two hundred yards
distant from the scene of the accident.
The parents of the children wero power¬
less to render any aid. As the body of
Jimmy Cleveland rose to the surface, his
father sprang ovorboard and swam to his
rescue, catching him Juat as be was going
down the last time, After hall an hourt
hard work be was brought to conscious¬
ness.
A fleet of boats came out-from Boal Cove

and succeeded In recovering the bodies ol
Mr. and Mrs. Musters, William Cleveland
and Jane Masters. The bodies were taken
to shore on the steamer Issis and con¬
veyed to an undertaker's. The search for
the bodies is still going on.

Some
of the lower classes manifested an ugly
spirit, and It Is slid threats were made
against the leaders In the prosecutions.
The feeling was tntenslflsd, when a few

days ago proceedings were begun In the
District Court agalnat about fifty saloons,
Mr. Haddock waa the principal wit¬
ness and "was very active In pro-
ourlng evidence, and waa on the
stand dally testifying In dill's ent
cases. Open threats were made against
him, and many thought he was unnsces-
earlly eipoelui himself (but he Isughed at
the leara of his friends, and went boldly
on with the work he hid set oat to accom¬
plish, not seeming to have any tear of
violence.

Lord Hartington presided and
among those prosent were Mr. Joseph
CbsmWlaln.SIr Henry Jamesand Messrs.
Itylands, Calne, Heneage and Jesse Col-
lings. Lord Hartington, in a long speech
upon tho coming Parliamentary work,
proposed that nil attitude of hps)lllty to¬
wards thoaherenlsof the late Government
be abandoned. TbeLiberalsectlonsshould
co-operate in the endeavor to secure the
enactment of useful legislation, and op¬
pose unitedly all proposals looking to the
separation of the Empire. He said the
consolidation of the party was only a mat¬
ter of time. [Cheers ] Towards that end
the Unionists should at once Identifythemselves with tho rest ol ths Liberals
by taking seats in the House of Commons
among tbem. He reiterated his opinionthat the split in the party would soon
heal.
Mr. Chamberlain followed, ssylng he

would willingly accept Lord Hartlngton's
leadership, with whom he was in entlro
and cordial sympathy. This announce¬
ment brought forth tumultuous applause.
He declared that the Unionists were the
real vlctora in the late elections. Messrs.
James and Calne made addresses in a
similar vein. A vote of thanks to Lord
Hartington wai carried by acclamation.
A resolution was unanimously adopted

to the effect tbat the lUdicals and Liberal
Unionists work together with their lesders,
who, as privy councillors, should claim
seats in the Houss ol Commons on an
equality with the Gladstone leaders.

Mr. Gladstone's letter to Mr. Arnold
Motley frightens bis supporters and the
Conservatives alike, the latter fearing that
his retirement would reunite the Liberal
party. There Is hlghauthority for stating
tbat Mr. Gladstono does nut Intend to re¬
tire. Ho will personally attend the Honse
ol Commons upon all Important occasions '

and take an active part In all debates
which seem to reauire bis Dartlclnstlon.
The routine buslncra will be left, ho far an
(he Uladstonlan party ia concerned, In tho
hands ol Mr. Gladstone's younger col-
lesfcuee, under the leadership ol Mr. Mor-
Icy, who, It li understood, la entirely able
to execute It.
