-HEAVEN AFLAME
For the First time in Wheeliug's

Long History

With the Ilrilliant liiuze of tho
Natural Gas.

The Joyous People Crowd tho
Streets by Thousands

Aud Shout with Kejoicing as tho
Murky Night

Is Transformed into tho Light of
Noonday

lty tho Flash of the now Fuel
whose Presence

Promises u himllur Transforma¬
tion for tho City

From the Smoky, Sooty Sky of
tho Past Years

And l)ull Times to Pura air and
Prosperity.

An Occasion Unprecedented iu the
City's Annuls.

Such a crowd waa nevor before wit¬
nessed in Wheeling aa gathered lust night
to) witness the lighting of the uatural gas
for the first time. Oil tho corner of Four-
teenth and Market streets a stand pips
niaety-ti ve feet in height had been erected,
and at tho base ot it a commodious plat*
form iu the form ol a equare, reachiug
westward ou Fourteenth aud northward
On Market street along the outer edge of
the sidewalk, accommodated the speakers,
band aud distinguished citizens.
Almost simultaneously, at o'clock, the

gas was ignited at this corner aud from
similar staud pipes uot quito so high at
the corner of Mala and Eighth streets, at
tho Uroscout,at i lobbs, Brockunior & Uo.'s
glass works, and in Bollaire, Bridgeport,
-.Etnavillo and Martin's Ferry. Tho ga9
was turned on at that time, and as it es¬

caped from perforations noar the top of the
pipe, the gas was ignited by balls shot
from Roman candles. As the fUines
sprang up tho murky sky reflected the
rays, and it seemed as if the whole valley
were one glow of lire. Tho reflection from
the different pipes was visible all over
town, and the sight viewed from a com-
mantling position on the hill was striking
and beautiful.

A VIST crowd.

Long before the gas was turned on at
the central stand pipo tho peoplo had be¬
gun to congregate in thousands on the
streets about the locality, and the win¬
dows which Afforded a View of the place
were packed with heads.

In addition to tho big jot o( km at tbo

mouth of the pipe, .three siile arma with
lour jets each, And a round light had been
arranged at a convenient height above
the platform to illuminate it. The light
furnished by this arrangement and the
great volume of gas at the top was wou-
derful. Tho buildings for half a square
in all directions were as brightly lighted
as If in the broad sun of noou.
The congregation of people momentar¬

ily increased, until by eight o'clock Four¬
teenth street was a dense jam of human
forms for uioro than a square, tho crowd

Caclcing the space from wall to wall clear
eyond Chapllno street. Oa Market the

people reached along tho sidewalks to
Sixteenth street, and above to Twelfth,
while the space at tho intersection of the
two streets was at tightly wedged with
people as a box with sardines. It was
literally a crush of humanity for six
square's. The crowd, as usual, was var-
iourly estimated. A conservative guess is
16,000 people.

"Lieutenant Soheuti, having discharged

the duty laid upon him, ia now on Ills
way home, ilu visited ail the natives
livlnsr at ur near the mouths of the Lena
and Olensk, made a journey eastward as
far as the river Indigirka,. order to give a
reward to the Ohiickchi, who brought the
news of the burning of (he Kodgers, aud
than visited the town of Viluisk to see
Mr. Kocharofaki, formerly iipravnik at
Kolymsk, to whom the survivors of tiie
Jeanuette were also Indebted, lu the
course of his travels Lieutenant Kcheula
made an interesting collection, consisting
of specimens of Tougoosn dress, weapons,
domestic tools and utensils aud models of
vehicles; and not less interesting will be
found his personal observations upon tho
natives who live along thu northern hanks
of the Lena and the Aictic ocean.
"The quantity und v.duu of the rewards

so carefully distributed by Liout. Bclieuli
are unusual to our couutry. To the ls-
pravnika (of Verkhoyusk und Kolymsk)
he brougnt watches ami gold medals.
Among the other benetlciarios.princi¬
pally natives.ho distributed eight gold
and twelve silver medals, with the in¬
scription, 'For Courage and Humanity;
tliirtoen very valuable guns, 1,1200 roubles
in money and about -1,000 roubles worth
of merchandise. The total number of
persons who received rewards was 172.
The late Governor Ohernaiyet, of Vsk-
outik, did not live to receive thu swurd
which was destined for him, Lieut
Scheutz arrived in St. 1'eteroburg last week,
and will probably reach tho United States
early next month."

Muruly u Device,
Wahhinutou, D. 0., August 3Q..The

wife of Paymaster (Jlerk Myers, of the U,
S. steamer Iroquois, who left ills vessel
two months ago nt Callao, Peru, with
about $1,000 belonging to members of the
ship's crew, yesterday received a cable¬
gram notifying her of tho death of her hus-
bind. The telegram was dated at Lima,
Peru, and was signed by a sailor on the
Iroquois, and stated that Myers was mur¬
dered by two guiiles whom he had en¬
gaged to conduct him across the moun¬
tains back of Santiago. The writer of the
dispatch claimed to have received the in¬
formation from tho U. 8. Consul at Liuia.
Littlo credence is given to tho Btory at the
Navy Department. The impression Is
that it is a device of Myers to put his pur¬
suers olf his truck.

City o* Mkxico, August 30..lteports
have been current here aiuco FriJjy night
regardiug the treatment ol Mr.
the American special agent in the Cutting
ease, who was one evening oueof the
guests at a ball given by one ol tho clubs
of the city. The club iu question is the
most aristocratic in Mexico, among its
members being governmentolliciulsol the
highest classes, representatives ol the old¬
est and most distinguished families. The
members ol the club gave Mr. Sedgwick
an invitatlou as u special honor to an
American representative, lie was re¬

ceived with marked tokens ol respoct end
every one endeavored to make the even¬

ing agreeable to him, he being tho most
honored guest.
Towards the small hours ol the morn¬

ing there was the ueual amount ol cham¬
pagne and numerous toasts drunk iu one
ol the rooms set apart lor gentlemen. A
careful investigation shows that Mr. Sedg¬
wick, while undoubtedly participating in
tho convivial enjoyment of the hour, was
in no way treated insolently. Members
of the club and its managers strenuously
deny that any discourtesy was intended
or projected towards Mr. Sedgwick, wtio
made an excellent impression.To set at rest the injurious reports re¬
garding him it is proposed by leading rep¬
resentatives of the- highest society of
Mexico to give him nserirs oldiuuurs and
receptions iu order to make it evident he
has the esteem of Mexicans. Since the
rumors became current a largo number of
eutirely ridiculous and unfounded reports
have beeuin circulation, but no person ol
reputation or standing in tho community
conversant with the matter supports them.

Muxico, August 14, 188(1,
It lias been noticed recently and with

frequency tliateomenewBpaoera published
in countries friendly to Mexico receive
with exceeding flippancy, and nveu with
marked hostilo intent, complaints of fore¬
igners resident in the Kepubllo, who,
arrested for crimes which our laws chas-
tiso with corporal punishments, pretend
they are victims of unjnstacts committod
hy our authorities. In view of the damage
which such conduct may inllict upon tue
good name of the nation if care be not
taken to rectify opportunely the mistakes
contained in those complaints and in the
comments based thereon, tho President
lias seen lit to decree, as 1 have the honor
to do, that you bo recommended, in case
of tho arrest of a foreigner for any cause
within the limits of your Stato, to remit to
this department as soon as possible, a de¬
tailed report of the rouses for action or
legal process, and ol the status of the
same.
The Supreme Magistrate therefore hopes

that the Government, under your worthy
charge, will dictate the necessary iuntrue-
tions to tho subordinate authorities. The
President also desires that as far as in youlies especial care be taken, so that in the
cases I allude to, the arrest may alwaye be
effected by virtue of a written warraut is¬
sued by competent authority, and tbat in
criminal prosecutions against foreigners
the judiciary ol your States comply strict¬
ly with the provisions of law, issue the
order for imprisonment Within the Consti¬
tutional limit, and regularly inlorm the
Government as to the status of each case,
to'be communicated to this Department.

The
Anarchist made a quick movement as the
door swung open, ua if to conceal some¬

thing, or as if interrupted in some project
in wnich the window played a part. His
action did »»t escape the detective. He
called Officer llauley, and with bis
assistance forced the prisoner into another
uell. Thou the one he had occupied was
jUkhjected to a thorough search.

Between the mattresses and his bed the

into a rope, with a elip knot, Kyliau had
evidently been examining the window
bars with a view of attaching the end of
the rope lo one, wheu disturbed by the
officer, lie was questioned about it, but
took refuge behind his inability to speak
Kuglisii, slid merely shook his head But-
lenly In uuswor to all inquiries. A watch
was then set upou him uutil he waa taken
td court and committed to the Tombs.

Butthedog-
gedncss with which the Kehouts buffered
silently their life sentences, the guilty
brother knowing that the other waa in¬
nocent, and that he himself was being
made the scapegoat of an Inilnitoiy worse
rascal, while even the iniiocently.convict-
ed Anarchist disdained to appeal for
tnetcy, opened the uym of tho public.

It is now believed that Kylian's attempt
at self.iMurder was in pursuit of the
Nihilistic programme of the rascally crew
of which hit was a member, rather to
suffer death by their own hands than run
Ihe risk of further disclosures. Tbo de¬
tectives are reticent on the subject, but
are following up the clews they have
obtained very quietly but Willi tlm utmost
energy.
