Granting tlmt lite Is worth saving.con¬
cerning which, as to aomo liven there may
uo A difference of opinion.Mr. Edward
Ohadwick, the eminent English sanitar¬
ian, made very impressive calculations in
thejeourse ol his remarks at the annual
dinner of the association of publio sanitary
iiiBpoctcra in London a short time since.
Taking £2,(XX),0U0, tbo cost of one big ship
ofjwar, as the basin of his estimate, and
the cost of bringing a constant wator sup.
ply to the door of tho internal dlslrlbu-
tory apparatus, Including the water closet
and kitchen aink and the soil-cleaning
houso drains, and for self-cleaning sewers,
at the actual tixures at which such work
had been, he went on to itaw that the
expenditure of £2,000,000 at 6 percent, the
wisi of the big ship, would be equal
to tbo sanitation .of 00,000 houses, or, at
five inhabitant* per bouse (thnsubniban
average;, it woulu serve lur 33'l 333 lnhabl-
.ante, bupposo the expenditure effected
a reduction of the death-rate by only live
per 1,000 (and on the average of the towns
where this work has been done ft Is nine
per 1,000), the saving ol life would be
1,000 per annum. Hut to oacli case of
death there aro at tbo least twenty cases
of bed-lying sickness of adults, so that
there would be a total annual saving of at
least 33 330 cases of sickners for each big
ship. For the decade the eavllig would
be of 10,007 lives and 333,333 vases of sick¬
ness. And it is noted that this accumu¬
lation of civil life and forco and economy
goes on from the deterioration of the ap¬
pliances of war and tbo progress of inven¬
tions. It costs much more to kill a man
iu wer than it would be to save Ills life and
make it decent and cleanly in peace,

"The origin ol chawing gam U un¬

known," Mill > manufacturer who was in
Detroit the other (lay, "aud it ii impoesi-
bin to definitely decide what people to
charge with ltd invention. Dealers who
sell it and manufacturer* who make it
profess profound ignorance of iUt genesis,
while savants differ as to where the prac¬
tice originated, The majority of pereoua
who have given the subject investigation
aredlsposed to trace the practice to the bar¬
baric Uibea of Africa, whose women iind
the resiuous gum wuiuh the tropic euu
caused to exude from the trees aud ohew
it. it is probable thai this custom was in¬
troduced luto the Southern Stales by Af¬
rican slaves, who found the pine
trees of the Couth us proliic in gum
as the trees if their nattvu f rests. The
white women of thatsection at that time
.eie almost entirely given to the nauseat¬
ing habit of 'dipping snufi'.i.e., rubbing
it over their gums with the frayed eada ol
a pine stick. In time they adopted the
more cleanly and healtby system of tbeir
slaves, aud the pine tree gum became
tbeir favorite, largely superseding the
snuff dip. Au observing, Yankee travel¬
ing through tbetioutb iu ante-bellum daye
noticed the ieminine iium habit, aud saw
prospective fortune iu manufacturing an
aitibcial gum ol superior tUvor to that
gathered in the w ujds. A little ranciu
tallow, a trills ofgum arsbic, mixed to-
*ether aud bardeued, then cut iuto small
cubes and wrapped iu colored paper, con¬
stituted the chewing gum of twouty years
ago.

<rew up for it in the cities of the North
lium-chewing iu a lew years spread rapi¬
dly among the iassss of the iisst, and tiu-
