and thence to Boston by ocean.
Reaching Baltimore, after1m enjoyable

ride through the magnificent mouutaln
scenery ol the Baltimore St Ohio railroad
you can sail on Monday, Thursday or Sat-
urday afternoon by one of the ntoamere
of the Merchants aud Miners Transporta¬
tion Company. This Hue lias been in
succestful operation all the year through,
since 1808, and with careful management,
watchful and skillful olllcers, staunch
steamers aud courteous agents, has won a
well deserved reputation.
The steamers now ruuulng are four, the

Chatham, V. U. Miller. Berkshire and
Allegheny, ihe newest, largest and finest
one of the lour.ls the Ohathani, command¬
ed by Captain Hallott.a genial, hearty'gentleman of the old school, who has en-
joyed at diiferont tlinee the hospitality of
uls intimate friend, Mr. John H. Hobbs,
and has in this way made many warm
friends in Wheeling. Mr. Will Hallett,
the Captains son, Fa the steward of the
Chatham and looks well to the comfort
and pleasure of the passengera.
The company, run tholr stoamera regu¬

larly through the entire year, anil trana-
port and Immense amount of freight. An
occasional traveler rlaks the rough voyage
In winter, but there is a very large
passenger traUlu in the summer months;
on the trip before ours the Chatham car¬
ried ninety-six passengers. The atato-
rooms are mostly ou the uppordeck, and
are large, splendidly ventilated and light¬
ed, and lu everyway most comfortable.
Uhe cuuine of these steamers is all that
could be deslrod, aud the service good
most of the stewards and aaslstants are
Englishmen who have had training on
trans-Atlantio steamers.

I.saving Baltimore, from the Company's
pier at the foot of Long Dock, at three in
the afternoon, wo were towed out by a
wheezy little tug from among the small
craft and were soon steaming down the
bay. Nothing can be moro comfortable
and enjoyable than an easy chair ou the
forward deck of the good steamer
Chatham, with a fragrant cigar, after a
hearty supper, chatting and swapping
lies with a lot of congenial fellows, while
we glide along ou the smooth waters of
the hay aud watch the distant shores
slowly melt away and finally disappear In
the mellow gloom ol a glorious sunset.
Next morning found us at Norfolk, the

old Virginia seaport, with Its forty thous¬
and population, Its magnillcont harbor,
and its extensive navy yard. The steam¬
er lies hero all day taking on freight.
The largo pier buildings are always full of
freight, for it is transferred here from the
Northern to Southern lines or n'ce ima,
Largs shipments ol boots ami shoes from
Boston are shipped on the Southern lines,
aud sugar and rice are here transferred to
the Boston and New York vessels. In
watermelon season It is an entertaining
sight to watch the negro stevedores pitch¬
ing molons along the lino into the hold,
singing musical melodiea all the time.
During tlio day at Norfolk the steamer

kindly sends her passengers over to Old
Point Comfort, or Virginia Beach at re¬
duced rates for the trip and dinner. Pas¬
sengers by Saturday evening's steamer are
entertained at Old Point from Sunday
morning 'till Monday morning free of ex¬
pense. Wo all went over, fourteen miles
across, made the rounds of Fortress Mon¬
roe, the largest and strongest fort in the
country, and bad an excellnnt dinner at
the llygela Hotel. The large and elegant
dining room fronts the ocean and la al¬
most entirely open toward the sea. Wei
ate to the music of an excellent band In
the adjoining ball room, with Ihe roaring
ot the surf a few rods offaa an accompany
ment. Within two hours after dinner we
were back ou the Chatham, and by six
o'clock were again on our way. Before
dark we bad parsed through the capes,
easily recoguiied by the revolving light of
Capo Charles light house ou tho north,
and the steady bright light of Cape Henry
on tho south. Our conrse was out to sea
for seventy miles, and then north east
along the coast, being out of sight of land
all night, all next day and 'till early the
following morning.

"Coasting is rongher than crossing"
they say, and we soon had reason to be-
llove it. Tho storing of several proceed¬
ing days mado a rough sea, and a good
many ou hoard whoooaated ol being old
sailors, got sick for the first time. Every
berth had tho significant tin caa fastened
conveniently beside, the head, and
many ol them were called Into service.
Oh I the awfulness of sossickness I A
majority of tho passengers staid in their
berth; all the next day, and the steward
must have aaved a good many rations.
As there was no chestnut bell on board
Mark Twain's experlenco was frequently
repeated ( how he was afraid the first day
out he would be oick j was afraid tho
second dsy he would die; and the third
day was alraid he wouldn'tdie. We saw a
wretched creature leaoing over the rail¬
ing. There was nothing left of his atom-
¦cli, »nd be was atralning every nerve to
bring up pieces ol bia liver. An enthu¬
siastic young man went excitedly up to
him to call bis attention to a distant
steamer on tbo horizon, and as the sick
man turned bis haggard faco, be blssed
through bis pale lips and draggled mous¬
tache, ". the steamer." The only
thought In n sea sick soul is a wild longing
to be lying comfortably somewhere on
nice firm ground, where there la none of
this damnabio, never ceasing, sickening
motion. One of our party, and *- jolly,
genial compagnon de voyage, General
Hwoilier, of Pittsburgh, eseapod the
plague, and «a they ato their three square
meats and amoktd thfeir customary cigars
they poked fun at us nnlortunates and
boasted of having their "deck loads well
lashed." Throe doctors wore on board
and were all the sickest of the sick,
and could do as little for themselves as
medicine can do lor seasickness at any
time.

Late Wedmuday',night could bo seen the
light ship at Fire Island, and the wreck¬
ing vessel stationed there to work on the
Ill-fated Oregon, which lies sunk there,
so sear the end of her last trip. Karly
next morning we were steaming tranquil¬
ly between Nantncket and Martha's Vine¬
yard, and the rough part ol the trip wai
ended. At sunset, after ¦ delightful,
sunny day, crossing Massachusetts llay,
we were In Boston Harbor, and Were soon
enjoying tbe Yankee bustle and kindly
hospitality of the Hub. Tourist.

THE SIJ/VKlt QUESTION.

I'r»ul4uut C'levuluuii Think# CuiupuUorj
Culuuge Will boou b« blupiiud.

The administration bas not yetsurren-

dared to tbe silver men. Mr. Cleveland
gad those who bold his vlowa ou financial
questions are confident that the cornpul-
eory colnogo will be stopped before very
long. It la only * question of time. 01
courts, tbla Congress is hopelessly insane
on tbs silver question, but It bas only one
more year to run, and porbaps the next
way bavu u little better financial judg¬
ment. II it baa not, the silver problem
will work itself oat befora very rnuoh
longer.
Treasurer Jordan is using every exer¬

tion to put lha silver iu circulation. He
bas met with good success, and soon munb
more will be circulated iu the form of {1
and certificates. This Is being done
with tbe clesr conviction that every dollar
forced into circulation contributes that
much to hastau a settlement of the ques¬
tion that will be satisfactory to those who
favor an honest dollar.
Mr. Cleveland expects, it is asserted, to

see compulsory coinage of silver stopped
during Ills administration. It is a fact
that a number of members and senators
who savagely attacked tbe financial policy
of the administration are now not alto¬
gether certain of the wisdom of their
courso, and are ready to drop tbe subject
for the present anil await developments.
Several of these gentlemen have modified
their views materially. It has been as¬
serted that even (Senator Beck, of Ken¬
tucky bas modified his views somewhat.
Ur made no etlort to conceal his antagon-
lain to the administration from the first,
tie and Keagan and Mills, of Texas; War¬
ner, of Ohio, and Bland, of Missouri, were
looked upon ss the leaders in a movement
to break down tbe administration. It was
to have been an organiied movement
among the silver mauioca in Congress.
Dx Benator McDonald is the one man to
whose judgement in mattera of tluauce
these men in a measure defer. Mr. Beck
called upon him at the ltlgga house ami
consulted with bira at the Kiggs house and
consulted with him ns to this movement.
Mr. McDonald advised against It. He
thought it imprudont, and a thin.' they
would have reason to regret. Mr. Beck's
idea was to haue the cry for a single silver
standard. Mr, McDonald pointed out that
Ihia would be ruinous, and advised that
they wait awhile before go|ng too far witli
silver. Tho scheme was dropped soon
after this interview, aud to-day difference
of opinion on tho eilver question could
not figure as a motive for attacking tho
administration. A man who figured us a
silver advocate last winter
expressed the opinion to your
correspondent not long ago that the silver
question was no matter upon which to at¬
tack the administration, a'i Mr. Oolvoland
was about as apt to be right oa were those
who differed from him.
Representative for, oi North Carolina,

was In Washington a luw days ago, and In
a conversation on this snbjoot ho ex¬
pressed grave doubts whether the attitude
taken by tho Southern members was right
aud in the best Interest of the Bouth.
A great many peoplu down there, he said,
were In doubt about It. They had been
led Into supporting silver colyago, because
they felt tho need of money, and they
thought eilver coinage would make it
plentiful. They have now discovered that
no amount of money in circulation will
do them any good as long as long as they
have no security to give (or it, aud noth¬
ing to offer to attract its Investment. The
proper policy for the Mouth, he thinks, is
to act with the East rather than with tho
West. By the adoption of Western poli¬
cies they are working against their own
interests. Whatever money they get and
whatever Immigration of value there Ib
In the South must come from the Kast.
Eastern capital must develop the re¬
sources of tho Mouth, and there must be a
community of iu orosta. The Bouth must
adopt the Eastern school of finaucos, Mr.
Cox thinks, If they are to advanco in
prosperity. Tho West is their natural
rival, and the Western interests are not
tholr interests.
