Ho wasstHndlng on the rear platform.
He slid that the men picked out by tbo
oily police wore not the guilty parties, lie
said also that tho strikers wero gathered
about tho car 400 strong.just as they woro
about to Blurt, and began pelting thorn
with stones, and some of thotn shot alio,
"We wero sent down there," said Cap¬

tain Joy, "to preserve the peace, not to
disturb It, hut when aouie of my men ware
lired on they returned tho suols, think¬
ing perhaps, tint tbo Uvea ol tho em¬
ployes, Who were In their charge, were lu
danger. I was standing ou the rear plat¬
form of the train at tbo tlmo. I ruihed
Into the train and ordered them to atop
flrlug. 1 did not kuow what Injury was
done nntll I mine Into the city

William A. I'lnkerton says he has am¬
ple proof that ills men did not lire upon
the crowd nntll tbey had be«n fired upon.
Uhailet Deck, one of hla men, who wsa In
the eir ahead of the one from which tho
shooting wsa done, said the crowd Bred at
least llvo shots before tlio lire was
returned, one ol the bullets pausing
through the oar and Imbedded Iteell lu
the opposite wall, lirleks and atones
.ere then thrown nntll the elde pi the car
was well battered up. Mr. rlnkerton
says that tlx men had heon the subject*
ol constant assaults and abuses while In
the yarda aud two of them are now laid
up with wounds that inajr prove fatal,

THOMAS I'AKXKtfIK'S DEATH,

Tlia livcuubu u( u Pruiuluuut iruu WurUur-
IIU l»rother'» Illu«a«.

Pittbuuhou, Oct. 19..Thomas M, Car¬
negie, of Carnegie Brothers and Compauy,
and brother o! Andrew Carnegie, died at
his Kaat Kud residence in this city, short¬
ly after coon to-day. Ho was forty-nine
years oi age and leaves a family,
Mr. Thomas M. Garnegio attained his

43d birthday ou the second day of Oc¬
tober. He was born in tho year 18-13 at
Dunfermline. Scotland, and came to
America in tue year 1847, going direct to
Pittsburgh with his father. When he was
quite youug he wiis taken luto the tele¬
graph department of tho Peusylvauia
railroad company, where his brother An¬
drew was already employed. He learned
telegraphy and was a careful aud expert
operator. After years he became a clerk
to and assistant of the General
Superintendent of the system. In
the year I860, when under eighten
years of age, with himself and Messrs. An¬
drew Kloman and llenry Ptnpps, Jr, a
portnoruhip was formed under tho firm
uarna of Klotnau and Pftipps, and u small
mill was built and operated on tho site el
the pruswnt Twenty-ninth street iron
works, with some success. Iu IbUo the
tlrin of Kloman & Phipps consolidated
with tho Cyclops Iron Goinpauy, of whinh
Mr. Andrew Carnegie and Thomas N.
Miller wero principal owuers. The busi¬
ness was continued under the name of the
Union Iron Mills. This firm buiit thellrat
Lucy Furnace in 1871, and in
in 1873, b-came principal partuero iu
in the Kdgar Thunptoi Steel Works
by purchasing the iuterests of the
outside and smaller partneru. They then
consolidated their lSigar Thompson Hteul
Works, Union Iron Mills, Larimor Coke
Works, Scotia Oro Mines and Lucy Fur¬
naces under the firm name of Carnegie
Bros., Limited, Mr. Thomas M. Carneaie
bttiug elected Chairman on April 1, 1831,
which position he held up to his death,
lie was also an equal holder iu all
the interests aud enterprise of
Carnegie, Phipps A Co., Limited,
Hilda luryn stockholder and director iu
the 11. C. Frick Coke Works, as also the
New York aud Cleveland (tas Coal Com¬
pany. H- was also at tho time of his
death a director In the Keystone Bridgo
Works. He was for teu years u director
in the Lawrence aud Third National Bank
of Pittsburgh. In fact his wiiolo life was
engrossed in business pursuits, aud was
one of that circle formod by Andrew Car¬
lisle, Henry Phipps, Jr., D. A. Stewart,
Hupurinteiulent McCargo, Robert Pitcairo,
and others whose eucjeta has been phe¬
nomenal.
Mr. Garnegio was regarded as one of the

foroinodt inon iu the iron aud steel buoi-
nesi. Ho was one of the few moa who
had successfully combined theory and

Eracticeiu tho manufacture of stool. To
im is due in a large degreo tho wondbiful

success of the BeeHtumr steel rail worka
at Broddock, and the B^ueiner.worJtn at
Homestead. He had a thorough knowl¬
edge of the important part that chemistry
pluyo iu the Bucceufifut manufac¬
ture of steel. He was thoroughly ac¬
quainted with the chemical ombinadons
which hud an Important inlliwnco to the
quality of steel, and he made a careful
study of all o! the intricate tests to which
the finished product is subjected. He was
a man of unarsumlng im»nuer, and had
always u kind word for hia employes, who
ba-l ever the most kindly feelingi*
toward him. Ho was a staunch
Kepublican, and on different occasions
lias made large donations looking toward
tho succeed of tho party. Ho wai a hard,
and untiring worker, aud iu (lie winter
took his only vacatlou. Then he anu hie
familywent to Gumbcrhud Ialand, Geor¬
gia, which ho owned, aud where is situa¬
ted his winter homo. Mr. Carnegie
waa married to Miss Luey Coletuan,
daughter of the late William Cole¬
man, in June, IMtt, by whom he bat had
nino children, six uous and throo daugh¬
ters, oue of whom was abseut iu the Eist
at school at tho time of her father's de¬
mise.

liOOlMiS BAGGED.
TUB C1UKF 111UUKU AUIIKSTKD

"Jake" Klturp Held fur Court lu the Sum

uf fifty Thoiuuud Dullur».Tiro Other

l'orruptor« of the llroudwuy Deal
ulao ludlcted uuil llnlled.

Nsw Yoiik, Oct. 10..Police Inspector
Byrnes this morning arrested "Jake"
Sharp, ol Broadway Railroad notoriety, at
hla home ou Weat Twenty-third street, on

a bench warrant laaued in an indictment
lonnd against him hy the grand jury lor
bribing the "boodle" Aldermen to vote lor
the Broadway lttllroad franchise.
Jamee Richmond, l'reaident ol the

Broadway Kaiiroad, was also taken Into
custody at the Brevoort House this morn¬
ing by the iuspector, charged with the
same offense. Both prisoners were con¬

veyed to police headquarters, and at 10 a.
in. were lulsen to the District Attorney's
office ami arraigned in court to plead to
the indictments.
Shortly before noon James W. Foeliay,

ex-President of the Broadway Railroad,
another ol the parties indicted by the
grand Jury lor giving bribes to the "boo-
die" aldermen, was also arrested by Po¬
lice Inspector Byrnes and taken to the
District Attorney's office.
At Police Headquarters the two boodlers

looked dolefully at each other. Kioitmood
bad been there before and was already
miller ball on a charge of bribery, but ft
was Sharp's first arrest, The blow was
entailing for the old man. Thuy learnt
that the charges against them were based
on entirely new evidence, Messengers
were dispatched for counsel and friends.
Within an hoar ex-J udgo Fullerton and ex-
Senator Robert Stralian responded with
lawyer Sticknoy. A hasty consultation was
held and the lawyers hurried out to procure
the necessary bail for the appearance of
the railroad magnates iu court. Police
Inspector Byrnes said he would be ready
to take the priioners before tho District
Attorney nt uoou. ,

The intelligence ol the arrest ol the
three partners iu guilt spread rapidly auil
crowds bsaran to gather at the District At¬
torney's office by 10 o'clock. It had been
the genoral impression that they would he
arrested soon, and it was rauitud that
they had been indicted. No indictment
had been made against Sharp, nor was
them any new indictment against Rich¬
mond and Fosbay. It is now ixpected
that iadictnieuM will be made out against
tho throe. Ex-Alderman "Ohnrley" Waite
was brought down from the House of De¬
tention, alter tho arrest of the alloged
bribe-givers in the custody of his keeper,
and arrived nt Ills District Attorney's
cffico at 10:'l0 a. m. He Hurried Waite
awey from the giso of the curious men
who IIMed the corridor, and took him into
the private oUie«. Shortly atterwards
lawyer Osborne E. Bright, counsel for
Sharp, arrived and hail a consultation
with District Attorney Martin;, lu which
pjllce Inspector Steers participited, It
wks learned that Sharp and Richmond
are to be kept at police headquarters un¬
til indictinentB could be drawn np. whan
they will b .brought down to plead in
court and give ball, should any bo llxed.
Ex-Aldesuinu Walto was before the

Grand Jury about uoun atid gave evidence
upon which in all probability the indict¬
ments against the alleged bribe givers
have been found. Just before re¬
cess n batch of indictments
was handed to J udge Cowing, Soon after-
w arils threo coaches containing "Jake"
Shnrp, Mr. Fosbay, "Jim" Rich¬
mond, Inspector Byrneg and two Assist¬
ants that lmd left police bead-
quarters about two o'clock drew up
in front of the General Sessions Court
Houao. The party alighted and entered
the District Attorney's olilca wbere they
wore obllgid to wait the return of tlin
judge who bun) left for lunch.

You shall make yourselves familiar with

the statutes referred to aud see that they
am undeistood by the deputies, who
should bu discreet men, impressed with
the importance of an honest franchise.
The manner of discharging these duties
by yourself and your deputies, is largely
left to your discretion, lu matters in¬
volving questions of law you are direotod
to consult the Attorney of the United
Status for your District for needed infor¬
mation aud advice. it is us-
atimed that the duties can be per¬
formed without infringing upon the
rights of any citizen in a manner that
snail be firm, »ud at the game time free
from an unnecessary display of authority.
It is not expected that Supervisors and
Deputy Marshals will receive compensa¬
tion lor mere than live days' eorvlcea aud
they should bo so infurmed. Within tills
time ail can be doim, it is thought, that
ought to be done. You need vigilant meu
who ure cousiieutious workers aud no
others. Before payment, each Deputy and
Supervisor will preseut to you his commis¬
sion oath and btdge ol oiliw with an sill'
davit that he ie the person to whom the
commission was issued that ho porformetl
tho day's 6erViCcS as charged, which will
ba annexed by you to the pay roll, as
vouchors lor its adjustment The same
facts sliould also ho known to you throngli
other means. Upon payment being com¬
pleted these accounts snould be approved
by the court and forwarded to the depart¬
ment lor action under the Kxsartive order
mentioned.
