8am Fbincisco, Oct. 21..The ChmncU
to-day publiihesaa accouutol the escape of
three Nihilists from Siberia and their ar¬
rival in this city recently. It waa only by
accideut that Athelr pretence became
known, and ao fearful are they of tbo
power of the Kusslau government that
they refuse to give the surnatutu. They
cannot apeak a word of English. The men
are known only by their given names,
which are DametrJ, Vaasill and Ivau.
They are aged rssp'cttlvoly forty-two,
thirty-six and thirty-five years, hut they
look much older on account of the bar I-
uhiifj they have undergone. In 1883,
while present at a meeting cf students in

Kief, the house was surrounded by troopa
and thirty-four Nihilists were arrested.
Demetrl was making a speech when ar¬

rested, and waa sentenced to twenty yeara
in Siberia, while Vaasili and Ivau were
liiven ten years each, and all were forbid¬
den ever to return to Kussia.
On April 14, ISN3, a party of 300 exiles

left Odessa l>y ateainer for Vlaitivonock,
via tlie But z Canal The three friends
had been told that on the vessel they
would ba given aasldUnoo by certain olll-
cera, whom the would recognise by cur¬
tain signs, and Ibid proved true. Alter a

voyage of s'xtytwo days the veasel tinaliy
reached Vladivoatock. Ten man and two
women had died on the puaage. lieru
the three Irlanda were agreeably surpria-
ed to find among the olhcera of the guard
a friend who uude himsell knovu hy
signs, and gave them what assistance he
could without attracting attention. The
three were conn after sent to 0dli, on the
Amoor rivor, where they remained two
years. Then, through the uiyaterioualy
exerted lcllnanco ol friends, they were
sent back to VladlvoBtock, anil their du¬
ties were such that they had consid¬
erable freodom as compared with oth¬
ers.
In June last, the Rtisaian man-ot-war

Moskva was at Vladivostok, and it waa
given out that she waa going home via
San Francisco. The threo Nihilists dis¬
guised themselves and ato'e on boird in
the darkness, having eluded the vigilance
of their guards, and took their places us
members of thn crow. Here, too. they
found friends among the officers through
their private signals. They arrived safely
In this port a few days ugo. The Run-
aian Prince Wittgenstein, I'rince Galinsin,
and lVirc<» Torulinl, two nephews of the
Usar, and Vice Admiral Ivan tjhorMkutl
Mlulstero I Marine, were on the vesiul
which conveyed the Nihilists to San Fran¬
cisco.

AN ISU'OItl'ANT DECISION.

The Mimical Union of .New York Defeated

ing that the by-laws olths defendant, for¬
bidding members to play with nonunion
men, are Iu restraiut ol trade and against
public policy and void. He also Issues a

perpetual Injunction, forbidding these
Ifws from being put into operation against
the plaintiff.

closure, in the midJle row of shops.
The lire had Its origin In the shop of the
Columbus Wheel and Bonding company,
owned by Ebsrly, Kllliaa 4 Co., moat of
the Urin being residents of l'enusylvanle.
,At the north Is located the cooper shop,
on the oaet the cualr shop of J. W.
Daun AOa.,a building similar in »hi and
construction to tho wheel shop. On the
west of the wheel shop Is the 0111 foun¬
dry, and at tho eautb the hoe shop.All of these are flne brick struc¬
tures. filled with expensive machinery
and tine stook, thus making the tire in the
centre of much valuable property. To
add to the danger, the gas works anil
large reservoir were located immediately
east of the ohalr shop, the distance sepa¬
rating all of tho buildings being merely
narrow streets or passage ways. The
Prison fire department were unable to ac¬
complish anything from tlie fact that the
stand pipe dtd not give the muuslte pres¬
sure. The Uity Department did uot roach
tho lire for half on hour, when tlio build¬
ings were woll burning. There was but
one totally destioyed, and twootbera were
partially burned out.

"Did they make any threatening gestic¬

ulations?"
"Xhey did not. If they had 1 would

have seen them and got oil."
"Did they throw any stones or missiios

of any kind?"
"Not one."
The other, witnesses of the shooting

contended that no missiles were thrown
or sholi fired at the train. Witnesses
were confused as to the Identity of the
men who did the shooting, one of
tho witnesses pointing out the attorneyfor the prisoners as one of the men who
shot at the crowd, "1 desire to make- a
demand on Mr. Plnkertou to produce the
125 guards who were ou the train, lie
must have them hore by ten o'clock to¬
morrow," said Corner Herts at the con¬
clusion of the day's sssslou,

A great many exaggerated statements

have baen made of the "groat typhoid lo¬
ver epidemic" raging In Benwood.some
of the doctors with aixty, seventy ami
even a huudred oases. Wo have been giv¬
ing our whole attention to the practice of
mediclue, and a careful observation of the
solitary condition of the city, and we be¬
lieve that no one knows lis sanitary coc-
ditlou and the health of lis ciliz 'na bettor
than we do, and from our observations wu
believe that it would be an over estimate
to say that there have "been twenty-live
true cases of typhoid fever iu the last two
months.
By two slmplestatementa wo can prove,beyond a doubt, to tbioklng people, and

to tho medical profession, tbat we are
correct. First, among about eighty peo¬
ple whom we have treated fur disturbed
digestion and fever, about sixty-five have
gotten well within two weeks, and among
the remaining cases some have been sick
a little longer, and some have true typhoid(ever.
Uut more convincing than what has

beou said, Is the faut that but one death
has occurred among this uuiuber, and
there was a constitutional condition more
potent than the fever In causing that
dentb.
These observalioor, coupled with the

fact that there havo boen but four deaths
in all, from this fever, is autllclent to
prove to the medical profession the cor¬
rectness of our position.
gome of the newspaper oomments uponthis "Great Epidemic" have seemed to

reflect in an Indirect way upou the
Wheeling Steel Works as the source
from which has originated this "terrible
fever." We believe that most of the citi¬
zens of Banwood have at some tluio
witbln the past month taken a drink
from the public well o( the WheelingSteel Worke, and it can be readily seen
how eually this simple fever can be tracod
to ihissouTce.
We (lad that the truo typhoid fever is

pretty evenly distributed over this city.
A careful analysis of the water of the well
Bpoken of wus made by Mr. Uato, the
chemist of the works, and but very little
matter of an organic character found
in It.
Theie Is another eonrco from which this

fiver may have its origin, and let us con-
aider the matter. We nave been a citlzin
of Benwood for twelve years, and iu all
that time we do not remember ever to
have known soch densi fogs aud heavymists to hang over the city as have been
seen and felt lor the last month in the
early mornings. The workmen about
these works are especially exposed to this
fog and mist. Trie fever tbat we nre
troubled with is very susceptible to the
actiou of quinine, and may we uot believe
that it Is it malarial fever having its source
in this heavy damp atmosphere aud whicb
with the coming ol cold weather will en¬
tirely disappear? We write these obser¬
vations to defeod the city from tho false
and hurtful impressions that have goneabroad with regard to the matter.
