N«w Yowc, Nov. 23..'The lust night of
the loving watch beside the blur of Gen¬
eral Chester Alia Arthur, ex-Pieaident of
the United States, bos passed. The morn¬

ing dawned brightly snd the lint rays of
the rising tun atole quietly Into the quiet
avenue in fiont of hu late residence, The
eloted shuttero of the house and the Mack
crape at the door were the only eigne at
that early hour that Death'a sickle hvl
been busy within, fn the homo the fam¬
ily and friends of the ex-President were
waiting in subdued grief lor the hour
when the remains of tho loved father and
friend were to be takwi Iroin tbelr midat
forever. Hundreds el eorrowiug people
began to gather at an early hour, anxious
to testify by their presence the respect
they bore to their deceased fellow cllisitu
and loruier Ohlef Magistrate.

Biiuriiy isiii'f J u uiocL rar« inspector
Steers, with Captain ltvan and 125 police,
silently marched into Lexington aveuue,
followed by Captain Garland and a picked
body of 30 men from tho Broadway squad.
The police were posted along the avenue
with directions to allow no vehicle to
past by the hcute. No people were allow¬
ed on the east sids of the avenue from
Twenty-fifth to Twenty-ninth streets ex¬
cept thesi who had tickets of admission
to the house. Carriages begun to arrive
from every direction, aud eoon the Bide
streets were'tilled with them, lly 8
o'clock a vast throng, numbering tuauy
thousands of people, had gittiered ou the
oppusite sldo ol the avenue, extending
for a block or wore litWDlX-dlrecllou,
The crowd waa kept back by the police.
On every face there was a deep exprecsion
of sorrow aud people spoko only in low
tones.

TUE I'IUhiiiiint aiibivis.
President Cleveland aud Postmaatci-

Qencral Vilas airived in a carriage direct
from the train at 8:20 a. m. and entered
the house of mourning. Many people un¬
covered their heads wheu the President
slipped out of his carriage. Shortly after
Governor Hill and Ju 'ge William Midler
arrived, and also alighted from their car¬
riages aud entered the liouee. They were
followed by the Senate Committee. Uy
this lime there waa a mighty tbroogol
peoplo ou the avenue,and the windows of
every house were tilled with faces. Tlinre
waH no service at the liouee. The fow
friends present looked upon the face of
the dead early In the morning, and the
casket was clueed for the last time. The
raourneri waited In silent grief lor the
last moment. At tho black casket,
covered with palmetto leaves, sprays ol
violets and » wreath of white
roue, waa lifted by the under?
Inker's assistants and borne from
the room. The siltnt form of
Chester A. Arthur paised tbroniih tbe
door-of hie tenement for tho last time and
was reverently placed jp the funeral
draped hearse. As the casket R§tnu lu
view of the people in fhe street every bead
wan bowed reverently end many eyes
filled with toare. There was nu display
of pomp or ceremony, no military tnu>!o,
but the tbroug pi eorrowiug people bore
witness to tbelr love god respect for the
deceased btaleanian.

Alan Arthur, Jr., son of tbo late ex-Pres-
Ideut. Leaning on his arm, clad In gar¬
ments of mourning, was his sister, Mill
Nellie Arthur. They passed quietly to
their carriage, accompanied by Mr. and
Mrs. McKlroy. Then otico Mrs. Caws,
Mrs. Haynesworth and Miss Arthur, sister
of the ex-President; Postmaster Maalen
and his wife, of Oohoer, N. Y., with their
son and daughter; President Cleveland,
Postmaster General Vilas, General Martin
T. McMahon.John H. Draper; Secretaries
Bayard, Whitney and Lamar the pall
bearers, ex-Postmiister General Gresbsin,
ex-Secretaries Lincoln and Chandler, ex-
Assistant Postmaster General Hntton, ex-
Attorney General llrowster, I.icut.-Gen¬
eral Sheridan, Dr. Cornelius It Aguew,
Cornelius N. Bliop, ltobert G. Dun, Gen¬
eral George H. Bharpe. Uburies. J,. Tif¬
fany and Cornelius Vanderbllti Chief
Justice Waite and Justices Harlan and
Dlatcbford, Senators KJmunda, Sherman.

The mourners filled twenty-five car¬

riages, but over 100 carriages filled with
friends, who had been nnable to gain ad¬
mission to the house, followed the pro¬cession to tho church. The procession
passed between long lines of pollcethrongb
Lexington avenue to Thlity-fourth street,
to Madisou avenue, to Forty-seventh
atroet. to Fifth avenue, arriving at the
churon, corner of FurtyrAfth street and
Fifth avenue, at 6:50 a. in. The carriages
passed noiselessly by the lines of artillery
men, and tbe marines formed in Hoe, snd
the mourners alighted and entered tho
church. Along tbo lino were Immense
throngs of peoplo who walled In respect¬
ful alienee while the funeral train passed.

HYMBDLA Or HOU8NINO,
The exterior at the cliurcH wno elabor¬

ately decorated. TLo portico over tfae en¬

trance and the mawlvo pillars support¬
ing it wore covered with heavy black
cloth draped In feetooDt, hiding the atone
entirely from view; a crape-eovered na¬

tional ling bung in artlatio folds over the
door, caught up by rosettes and a small
braes eagle. Tho walls of the vejtlbule
were covered with black olotli arranged
in plaited folds, over which hung tho na¬
tional colors covered with crape. The
decorations of the interior were vory alm-
ple aud tasteful. Tho 1] rut s i pew* on
aach aide of the renter aisle were
reserved for th* fitnlly aud pall¬
bearers. They were ooinred with
crape. The interior of the chancel vaa
cuahioued with black oloth with the ex>

caption of t|ie altar and reredos. On the
altar proper.resting on osnb aide of the cross
were the lighted oaoules. Jlilow was
placed the purple altar cross and black
(Iraniogl. The outer chancel, organ loft,
.talis, lectern aud pulpit were draped with
black cloth. Ths baptismal font, In tho
right side of tho church |n front of the
stalls, wm filled with llllrs, white chrysan.
tbenuis and ferns. In the ofnter was
placed a small palm tree, tho branches of
which drooped gracefully over the fiowors.
The sides of tho font were covered with
black cloth, over whlph hang long strings
of smllai and maiden's balr ferns, Kraut
the front of the gallery In the rear of ths
church hung festoons of black olotli.

The hour set for tho funeral wast)

o'olook, but at 7 o'clock a large number of
people gathered In front of tho churcl).
At that timo several workmen were en¬

gaged In putting the finishing tonobos on
the drapery, and putting labels on the
pews designating where each organisation
would be stationed. A few minutes bo.
fore 8 o'clock ths doors wore opened and
those without were admitted. The ush¬
ers were stationed at ths doors and showod
the people to their seats. The nation
were Major J. 11. Fossett. John
il.il/tper. General Martin,T. McMahon
General llenry A. Barnum, General An

sou 0. .Cook, and Rastua S. Ranaom.
The church ban a seatiun capacity of 750,
hut there were nearly UOO present, a laruo
number being compelled to Btand. The
arrangements for seating those present
were aa follows; The firat three seataon
each Bidu ot tho center uialo, the members
of tne family and pall bearers. Behind
the pall bearer on the left were the
Preaidentand members of the Cabinet,
ex-Preaident Hayes, Judaea of the Su-
preine Court, Senatorial Committee,
House of Representatives Committee,
Governor and staff, Mayor and Aldermen
of New York, Mayor and Aldermen of
ooaton, Ancient and Honorable. Artillery,
Boaton, Republican Central Committee.
On the right aide of the center aiale

were the friends of the family aud the
Diplomatic Corpa. Oa the right aide of
the left aisle were aeated the army and
navy representatives, the rector, wardeua
and representative men. On the left aide
°! l iW *kle wore the representatives
of the Union League Oiub, Chamber of
Commerce, Stock Kichange, the Loyal
Legion, Cotton Exchange, Produce Ex¬
change and Maritime Aseociatlou. The
last row of pewa on the north and south
aide of the church were filled with the
friends and those who received invitations,
but did not come with the representatives
of any association.

CKHXMONIKa AT THB CIJUSCII,
At the portals of the church the caaket

waa met by tha eurpllced choir, followed
by the clergy wearing their collegiate
hoods. They were the Rev. Dr. Parker
Morgan, pastor of tho church; Itev, E.
W. llabcock, assistant minister; Rsv. Dr.
Ralnaford, rector uf St. George's; It»v.
Dr. Leonard, rector of Si. John's Oburch,
Wellington, D.O.; Itev. McKay Smith
of fet. Thomas; Rev. Dr. Humphreys, pre-
aeptor ot the Cathedral Incarnate, Garden
City, formerly assistant minister of the
Church of the Heavenly Kast. Aa the
caaket was borne into the church the
choir formed in two flies anil the clergy,
men passed between them, heading tlio
procession, intoning tho opening lines of
the beautiful -Upiaoopal burial service.
The casket was borne up the aisle on the
shoulders of tho four undertaker's assist-
»ntf, followed by the pall-bearers, the
family and tho immediate frieuds. When
Ihh procession reached tho chancel the
choristers iilnd into their stalls and the
audience took their srtts.
The service began by alnglng part of the

thirtieth and ninth I'ealms, "Lord Let Me
Know Mine End," the congregation stand¬
ing. Itev. Dr. Kilnaford read tho lesson
from tbe fifteenth chapter of the First
liplstlo of St. I'aul to tho Corinthians,
commencing with tho words, "Now Is
Uhriit ripen from the dead and become the
Brut fruits of thorn that slept." The fa-
miliar hymn "Nearer My Uod to Thee"
was Joined in by tho large congregation.
The Apoatle'n Creed followed, arm then
the cbo:r eaog tha anthem, "I heard u
Voice From Heaven." Itev. Dr. Lsouard
offered prayer and (lie congregation inired
In sing ng "Art Thou Weary, Art Thou
Languid '/" Rev. {JrP.arker .Morgan then
prayed for tbe blceaing of God upon the
lamilv, and that tho grief of the ch'iidrcu
thus bereaved of their parent must he aa-
suaged. Tho services were concluded with
the benediction by Rev. Dr. Morgan.
The choir then filed out of their hUIIb

and began the Rtcesaional Hymn, "Abldo
With Mo." They marched down the navo
and back by the Bouth aisle to the VMtry,
followed by the clergy. The casket rested
at (ho head of the centre aisle, directly in
front of ilid phfgnel, on n heavily draped
pall.

TUB SKIITICES OVER.

After tho aorvices the undertaker's as¬

sistants liftod tho casket on their shoul¬
ders and proceeded slowly out of tha
church, followed by the pall bearere,
members of the family, President and his
Cabinet, Governor HilUnd fajo etaffand
tho repreaentativeaof tho Army and Navy
Tho ccflin was not oponed at tho church
and considerable disappointment was ex-
pressed by a great many that Colonel Me-
Michael, the master ol corcmonieo, did
cot permit them to take a Inst look
at t(io faco of tho dead, ox-Prcsi-
dont. Mennwhilo the throng out-
¦ide tho churoh bud greatly In-
cressod In numbers. Tho arrangement*
of tbe police wero mado on nn elaborate
male by Police Superintendent Mnrray,
In person. Over 1,200 men in full winter
uniform lined tho ronto and occuplod po- '

sltiona where it waa thought poesliile
they might be useful. All travel on Mad¬
ison avonue waa suspended for over an
hour, while the services were progressing
and tho avenue was tilled above and he-
low tho route with long lines of borss
cars and vehiclci of all klnde. During
the services the guard of honor, consist¬
ing of six batteries from Oavornor'a Is-
land, the Marine Corpa aud sailors from
BrooWyn Navy yard and tho U.
o, 8. Tennececo, were drawn up in lipe on
tho west sldo of Fifth avenud, facing tho
chnrcii, tha right of tho line resting on
Forty-filth street. Oa oiob sld^ol the
church for two blocks the police wero
formed to block tho sldo streets and tbe
ayeuue in double file. When the funeral
service ended the troops whoelod by com-
panlas InU-coluinn, followed by the sail¬
ors aud morlnoe. Af;or tho basket was
placed In the hoarse the cortcgo, to the
sorrowful dirge, "Chopin's Fnneral
March," paaaod alowly between tho long
lines of palloe tbrougu Forty-flflh ntroet
to Vanderbllt ayoutto. Crowds of apecta.
tors waited patiently on tbe sidewalks to
witness tbe unostentatious display. As
tha cortege poised, tbs immeuse throng
silently Ured tliplr heads In recpoct and
In token of grist.
