The eatno editor once received a com-
mimicaliou on a topic ol the moment,
which wee lit oneii oo powerlnl and so

timely that bo charged all the I's to we's
and intoned it as the leading editorial, it
made a great sensation, anil tho eiillor in¬
vited the writer t6 rontiuno tho subject,
which bo did on twelve fnccwelve morn¬
ings. The object ol these ankles -tas to
defeat a certain candidate lor the .Mayor¬
alty of London, and they evidently ac¬

complished Ihe purpose, When tho
elicllon waa over the oilitor sent tho
writer a chcque for two hundred pounds,
which was at the rate ol one hundred
dollars for eueh of thu arllclio, araieol
compensation thon unprecedenled. When
Mr. llelane was In thin conniiy a fuw
wan ago ho lold the late Mr. George
Klpley, who told It to me, that the edi¬
torials lu the London Tiiiui roat tho paper
on an average ol lilly dollars apiece.
In linlh, the whole history ol tliiu great

iiowspnper is an Illustration ol tho efl'oct
of compensating special labor at special
rates. Like every other business that
prospeis tbo Timet does not pay more lor
articles than it has to pay to securo a con¬
tinuous supply ol the kind ol material
wanted. It lu not mere liberality which
induced the proprietor to fix tho retiring
pension ol Mr. llelane at ten thousand
dollars n year. It was moroly a skilful
adaptation of means to endB. lie Intends
lo have at tho head ol tho Timet the one
man in Europe who can keep ihe paperup
to its traditions, and finally turpats tbeui,
No amount ol salary, no possible pouslon
could get that man, unless other and more
lioaorablo conditions weto complied with,
but at tho same time tho man could be
neither got or kept without tho lust com-
nenuafinn.

n.ontli. Why did the Tritoint finally lag
behind Aud nllow It* moral inferior to
keep tlin lirst place? It was a inereqiics-
lion ol live dollars a week, licnry liny-
monil, who was probably the promptest
anil ijttickeat working jonrnnliot ol hie
time, waa lolling on the '/Wfiunr at a ealury
rf twenty dollars n week, Ho H'kod an
Increase of live dollars. The proprietors
refused hie modest request, and, 1
bolievr, not in the moot gnolotll innnnor.
A rival ptper toon snappuil blm up, and
before mauy yeata hn wnsiit the head ol
a llotirisblug paper c 1 hla own. II Horse
Ureoloy had been as aolo > butlneaa man
as ho was a forcible writer, he would
Iiavu pkcod the TVfeurw at the head ol
American Journalism, and perhaps
changed tbocourso ol AmcrlcnU history,
lie was a perfect child lu bnslncra mat¬
ters, mid in nothing moru to than In bis
hlcas on this very subject nl compensating
literary lali>r.
