The Mills Lies,reservation lie»twenty-five mllea aiuth-
east of Bralnejd and was sold hv the lu-
dians to the Government In 1SUII Thoro
was a clause in the treaty, however, that
tho Indiana should not be forcibly re¬
moved from their former®eservation un¬
less llisy molested tho whites. Under
this cluuse they insist on remaining, and
will not bu tempted to move. Tho Mllie
Uioi are 1,000 in number, aro without
houses or adequate clotlilng, and are In a
wretched eonuitlon. They live by hunt¬
ing and by picking and gelling cran¬
berries.
