Alter a statement ol the facia-
In the cue and a citation ol the questions
certified by the court below, Justice Mil¬
lar reviewB carefully the hiatory of extra¬
dition proceeding! in thiaand other conn-

tries, and discusses the questions that
hiva arlaen in connection therewith. He
then takes up the apeciUc treaty which
1a to be construed In this case, namely,
the treaty of 1S«, between the United

tbe'oourt'aayii?' i'"Uln'""i *»

"The treaty of ISIS being, therefore,
tho supreme law n| the land we proceed
to inquire, in the liist place, into the true
construction of that treaty. We have al¬
ready eeen that, according to the doclriue
ol publicists and writers on international
law, the country receiving tho offender
.gainst ita laws from another country
under that law hail no right to proceed
against him for any other oSense than (hat
for which be had been delivered up. This
is a principle which commends Itself as a
necessary adjunct to the discretionary ex¬
ordia ol the power of rendition, because
it can hardly bo supposed that a govern¬
ment, which was under no treaty oblhra-
lion, nor any absolute obligation of public
duty, to eel*) a person who had found an
ssylum -within its bosom and turn him
i. t0 *"SU>»r country for trial, would ba
willing to do this, unless a case was made
of some apecitlo olleneo of a choractor
which justilled the government in depriv¬
ing tho party of hia asylum.

CNBHSOMiSLg SCITOSITIO*.
It la unreasonable that tho country of

the asylum ahould be expected to deliver
up such person to be dealt with by the
demanding (tovernnysnt without any
limitation, implied or otherwise, upon its
prosecution of tke party. In exorcising
its discretion, it might be very willing to
deliver up offenders against such laws as
were essential to the protection of life,
liberty and perron, while It would not be
willing to do this on account of minor
mWenieanois or of a certain dag* of po-
litical offences Iu which the government
of the guvlum would have no in¬
terest oi syoijuthy, Accordingly It
uaa been ttie policy of all
liovernmenhi to grant an asylum to ner-
ions who have II id from their homes on
account of political disturbances, and who
might be there amenable Jo laws framed
with regard to eucli subjects and to the
personal allegience of the party. In many
otthe treaties of extradition between the
civilM nations ol ibe world thers is an
express exclusion of tho right to demand
the ox'raditlon of offenders against auch
laws, and In none of them In this class ol
offences mentlonsd as being the founda¬
tion Of extradition proceedings,
"Indeed, the enumeration of offenses In

most of Hit*so trestles, and especially m
tho treaty now under consideration, iu ao
epeoldc and marked by such a clear lips
in regard to tho magnitude and import,
ance of those otfencer, that it Is Impossi¬
ble to give nay other interpretation to it
than that of the exclusion of the right of
extradition for all others. It U, therefore,
very clear that this treaty did not' Intend
to dopart In thjp respect from the recog.
olted public law whiifc Jiad prevailed fn
llui absenco of trealice, and li uu sot in¬
tended Jbgt this treaty should be n«sd for
iiny other puipssa than to secure the
trial of the iierson extradited /nr one of
the offences enumerated in the treaty.
Thiola not only sppareut from the gener¬
al principle that the sprclflc enumeration
of certain matters and things implies the
exclusion cf all others, but tho entire facB
oltbe treaty, including the processes by
which it la to he carried into effect, con-

The learned Justloi then points out the

fact that fftbe person extradited could be
properly Iried for any other offense than
that for which he was demanded, and Ihst
which wan described In the treaty, Ihere
would be no need of deecribipg goy spe¬
ll!Ho offense in making the demand. And
yet it !i unreasonable, he says, to suppoae
that a mere demand without specifications
would rccelve any serious attention.

It cannot be held, Justice Miller says,
that the provisions of sppb a treaty aa this
are obligatory alone on thfl Stale that
makes the surrender of the fugitive, and
that that fugitive passes into the hands
of tho country which charge* him
with thin offenso, free Irom all
tho positive requirements and lust
implications of the treaty under which
this transfer of bis iierson takes place. A
moment before h« Is nnder the protection
of a government wbleb hw afforded him
an asylum from which ho can only be ta¬
ken under a limited form of proceeduro,
and a moment after he is found in the pos-
sesslou of another sovereignty by virtue
of all the right* which ho had the mo¬
ment before, and ol all the rights which
the law governing that proceeding wej in-
tamJoil fn flfdnre. j

"If upon tbo face ol this treaty it could
be Been that its sole object was to secure
the transfer ol an Individual from the
jurisdiction ol ono sovereignly to that ol
another, the argument might fjo sound;
but aa this right to transfer, the right to
demand it, the obligation to grant, the
proceedings under which it takes place,
all show that it Is for a limited and do¬
nned purpose that the transfer Is made, it
la liupooaibie to concelvo of Hie
exercise ol Jurisdiction In suoh a cue
for any other purpose thf.n that men¬
tioned In that treaty and arcertaintd by
the procudlocs under which the party is
extradited, witjiontiui Implication ol fraud
upon the rights of the p#rty extradited
and of bad faith to tho country wtiUh per¬
mitted tils extradition.
