The frightful accident that occurred to

Hon. K. G. Barr on the P., C. 4 St. L,
road'a track near the Top mill Tnaadar
evening, contlncud to ba one ol tha prin¬
cipal toplca talked about all over tba city
yesterday. Everyone was anxious to
learn ol bla condition and the chances of
bis recovery, and alncere expressions of
sympathy vera to be heard on all sides.

It la now believed by those who have
charge ol the case that Mr llarr la out of
danger and that be will recover speedily.
The only serious Injury he received waa
the cutting off of his right arm.that of
itself la severe enough, it is true; the
other cola and bruises received are mere¬
ly superficial wounds. Early yesterday
morning tha ragged end ol the bone was
auipulated, and the small stump left fixed
up nicely and in a manner that it ia
thought will soon heal np satisfactorily,Yesterday Mr. Barr waa able to tell now
the accident occurred. The engine was
almost on him before be waa aware of bis
danger, ao deeply engaged bad he beea
in thinking of other matters. Tbs engine
did not hit him; he jumped to one side,
and, in the darkness, stumbled against a

heap of cinders that threw him backward.
As be felt bimaell falling be expected that
it wu all over with him, but fortunately
only bla arm fell across the track. Engin¬
eer Younghad his engine reversed and the
wheels were spinning backwarda while the
momentum of the traiu waa carrying
it forward. The result waa that the arm
was cut off completely instead of being
torn and mangled as it would have beeu
had the wheels been moving forward with
the train. Thia la something in favor of
bia recovery.

A gtratletnsn arrived in this city on

ho was (tone. He bore a letter ol intro¬
duction from Gen. Hlckenlooper to Mayor
(irubb, nud his errand liore was to inquire
Into the cost ol manufacturing Illumi¬
nating gas from coal. A dispute recently
aroselu Cincinnati between the Colli.(Ill
and a gas company of which Qen. Hluk-
looperla Vice-President aud manager, as
a result of which the company's franchise
was extended for ten years and the price
of gas was reduced thirty-live cents per
thousand feet. In the investigation of the
subject it was learned that gas was made
here more cheaply than at any other
point, cheaper than Ulnoinnati by about
sixty-six percent This Interested the
company, and as the larger cost ol ship¬
ping coal could not account for the differ¬
ence, an sgont was sent here to inquire
Into the advantages enjoyed by Wheeling.

Brick Paring.
A communication baa been received by

the olHotali Lira conveying the tbinki of
th« Philadelphia comulttes on brick pav-
log which recently *tailed Wheeling, tor
the sourtaiiea extended to the members.
With thta communication ta enclosed the
formal repartof the committee to Coun¬
cil*, from which the following extracts are
made:
tiixTUHiKYour committee, to whom

was referred the question of brick road¬
way paving, report that they have Investi¬
gated tne subject, and believe the matter
one worthy of the careful attention of
Councils ind of our clttaeni generally. It
may Aral be observed that the term "fire
brick" baa led to aome misapprehension;
the bricks in use are not fire bricka aa
Pblladelphlana understand, but a hard
and tough kind of a brick, called in Wheel¬
ing "vitrified paving blocks," and, Incon¬
sequence of thta mtaappreheuaion, the
committee started with a prejudice against
such brick pavement.
At Wheeling there was about seven

miles of brick paving laid, some of which
had been done four years on Ghapllne
street, and had been torn up In places at
different times to put down aewer connec¬
tions, water pipea, etc., but showing far less
indications of such work having been
done than ta apparent on our ildlitiuu
block roadways. An iron foundry is at
thu end of this street, and five and six ton
loads coutinually going over it, besides
the continuous travel of a large city.
The bricks were so little worn on this

street in four yeare that no difference
could be seen by your committee between
the surface of thta roadway and those new¬
ly laid.
The Mayor and Board ol Public Works

took great care to show and explain eve¬
rything in relation to these roadways to
your Oommlttee, and, aa the result of
their experience, expressed the opinion
"that nothing better than brick paving
was desirable, and they wanted no other,
Tho cost of paving as put down at titeu-

benvllle, was estimated at about $1, and
at Wheeling $1.26 per square yard. To
bring bricks from Wheeling or Steuben-
vilte by adding the freight, would, at the
usual figures paid our contractors, make
the pavement co«t from $1.60 to $1 60 per
sqare yard in Philadelphia. If, however,
there should be an underlying bod of
bricks as at Bloomington, it miitbt coat $.
per square yard, or, if we would make our
own brick, about $1.25 per square yard;
much loss than asphalt bricks, to which
they are certainly superior.
In consequence ol this Inquiry, brick-

makers and others in the vicinity of Phil¬
adelphia are experimenting, and have al¬
ready furnished samples of bricks to the
Highway Department, which It appears to
thu Oommlttee might be adopted, and,
with aome improvements which would
corns from experience, would be equal to
the Steubenville or Wheeling bricka lor
that purpose.
