WAK STORIES.
There art) many romantic stories ol love

and war that wore enacted when Nash-
villa was tho theatre ol hoatllltica that
have never found their way into print,
and which, II gathered together, would
c impose agood-siied volume.
An old resident ol Nulivilli), who was

there during a greater part ol thoae stir¬
ring times and a wltnesi of many chang-
log and thifliug ectnis, tho other day re-
Utedaeveral Incidents that will bear repe¬
tition. The flrat was presented somewhat
ai follows:
"In the town of Lincoln, 111., before the

war, thtre resided a young man named J,
J. Bearlght, who bad for somo time en-
*<g(:U iu Hie grocery and provision busi-
nets in partmnhip with William B. Har¬
low under the lira name of Harlow A
Scaright. It was one of the largest and
wealthhet Urinnin that section, and the
members thereof were both popular lead¬
ers iu tho social find political circles ol
their county. When tho war broke out
both partners decided on volunteering In
the Union army, but aa Uarlow was a man
of family a mutual compromise was ef¬
fected, aud Hearight alono donned the
garb of a soldier. Ho enlisted iu a com¬
pany forming in Logan county for the
Thirty-second Regltnintcf'Illinois infan¬
try and received a lieutenant's commis¬
sion. Uenernily esteemed an excellent
"Ulcer, he seamed to have a brillian'
career of military service before him. At
tbe battle of Belmont, Mo., he waa witli
ien Grant and was noted for conspicu¬
ous gallantry.
"When (innt fought tho bittlo of Shl-

!oh be again distinguished himself aud
soon after wrs promoted to a captaincy.
In this latter engagement he waa quite
severely wotinled, and by permission
¦rent back to his jlllnojs hoipe on a fur¬
lough. Meanwhile his regiment had been
attached to General Buell's army and was
then on duty either in Middle Tennessee
or Northern Alabama, and Captain Sea-
liglit, alter a lew weekBat home,came
through Nashville to join his SQratriand at
she hunt. Iu an unlucky hour hu met a
(oung lady of rebel proclivities, btit ex¬
tremely beautiful, at her home near Nash¬
ville. bhe waa reputed to bo Immensely
wealthy, and was in lull possession ol her
property, having a year or two before at¬
tained her intjorlty."" Would It hu proiior la tall Ib? pame ol
'tie fair rebel?" inquired the anxious
lialnciv..
"No," responded tho old gentleman,

"but on tho other hard fjalto improper, at
-ulist qtmiit events will prove. Hufflceit
to say, they met and loved. All the time
that the Captain could spend from his
dutlta. and he frequently importuned his
Colonel for leaven ol ebionce; every mo¬
ment ho could he spent In the Bociety of
the 'charming secesh Biren,' as his brother
ollicerB called her, aud she aa eagerly re¬
turned his burning passion. Captain
Searlght time BDd again offered his
resignation. He wished to leave
the tented fiald and dwell In the rosy
bowers of love, bttt, unlike his love,
it Will) not accepted, Love at length, how-
over, conquered all hie Ecrnpulous opin¬
ions of duty to the flag of his country.
He grew dosperato. Be deserted and auc-
cseoed lu escaping beyond the Federal
lines with bla lair enslaved, gho leaving
home and friend; and property for his
take, and bo surrendering honor and loy¬
alty to the cause he had sworn to protect.
Arriving within the Confederate lines the.
eorlousnees of Iho nllua'lon began to dairn
upon the minds Of both of them. If the
lortnncs of war should throw him into
the hands of the United Ktales author!'
ties, ho would certainly be bung as a
traitor, and his wife possibly sutler as a

participant in his crime,
"From Atlanta they went Charleston

From the latter city they succeeded in
running the blockado to Nassau, where
they took a British vessel bound for
Havana.
"But their happlners was short lived,

and in the end turned to bitterness. And
now you will aeo why it was best to sup-
prere the lndy'a name, for the following
extract, published In the Lincoln, (III.)
IhraM, in July, 1WI0, and whlchl pasted
in my scrap book, gives the sequel to the
end romance.

" 'By a letter to this ofllce wo learn that
Captain Msarlghf, whose desertion from
the army and elopement with a accesh
bullo we published lost winter, waa latsly
killedln irduel by Spanish ofllcera near
Havana in Cuba. It appeara that, this wo¬
man, for he whom lie had abandoned
fame anil foitnnr, hail In turn deserted
him and fled with a captain of the Span¬
ish army. Captain Hearlghtahortlyaftor-
ward met Iho destroyer of his happiness
in acolfre htmao and knocked him down
Of coureo the proud Spaniard could
not brook this Innult | be challenged Boa-
right, who gladly accepted, as he waa

weary of life. They met on the aeaalde,
about two miles from the city of Havana,
and Bearight fell, pierced to the heart by
bis adversary's ballot. Thus untimely has
fallen one who fought wslUnd nobly lor
hla country, till In an evil honr he met
on; who seduced him from the path of
honof and duty, and through her agenov
the star of tils life has let in blood.. The
Hpalnard and the fair falae one with a de¬
mon's heart have tint to the Isle of Pines.'

"Kqoallv as thrilling but not quite so
romantic, continued tho .narrator, "are
tho adventures of Colonel J. E. McLean,
of tho Union army, who was captured by
the Confederates and made his escape un-
der circumstances which form not the
lent interesting chapter in the history ol
tbs war. Colonel McUan was a native ol
Tennessee, possibly from one of the Kast
Tenuetseo counties, and married the
daughter of Hklnnor, a well known dsn-
tilt of Brooklyn. N. V. He waa Irom first
to last an ardent Union man. Aftor the
oaptute of Nashville Colonel McLean
name lo this aectlou to advocate the Unlon
cause and aid In ever; wsy possible to
bring bis native Btate hack to allegiance
to the old Hag. He addressed the
people ol the Ntato wherever It
was life to do 10, anil Anally railed the
Second Tonnsstiis Beglmsnt. 1). 8. A., of
wblch he wis appointed Colonel. In
September, 1802, while Bragg and lliiell
wsrs in Kontncky, and Forrest wss be-
eleglng Negley In his lorllflcstlona at Nash¬
ville, Colons! MnLean left Nashville for
the purpose ol visiting the North on busl.
ueaa wblch demanded bis Immediate at¬
tention lie was accompanied by i
Second Llentenant of bla own regiment.
They iiiceeetled In illpplng through the
rebel picket lines, and had proceeded
some fifteen miles from Naahvllle, when,
to their dismay, they were captured by a
foraging party of Forrest's cavalry. They
in taken to Chattanooga, where, aftei

remaining a few days, they were lent to
Richmond, handcuffed, and placed under
it heavy guard,

'.Alter remaining at Richmond (or soma
time Colonel McLean and bla companion
were taken bock to Chattanooga and
lodged in the old prison quattera. Here
he ascertained that he wan considered u
a traitor and would be shot. He called
lor a court martial, hut that was denied,
and he was compelled to sutler the ex¬
treme penalty ol the law. The day before
the sentence was to havo been put into
execution the confederate olllcer of tho
day visited the prisoner, and to hi*
astonishment, no lees than that of
Colonel McLean, he recogniied in the
prisoner an old schoolmate and the com¬
panion of 'earlier days and happier hours.'
Alter some conversation the Colonel
appealed to his old friend, lbs confeder¬
ate olllcer, who was a Second L'eutenant,
to give bim an opportunity of effecting
hie eacape. The rebel officer yielded, took
Uolouel Mci-ean by the band, and said;
'Mac, my dear fellow, pledge me your
honor that If captured In the attempt yon
are about to make to escips my name
shall not pass your lips in connsction
with it.*
"The promise was, of course, freely

g. en. Tub Lieutenant then told biui
that at 0 o'clock that evening a certain
window which he pointod to would be left
unfastened on the outside,, and at that
hour be would see that the guard was so

placed that he, the Colonel, would not be
observed il be attempted to gain his lib¬
erty. At the hour named, true to his
promise, his rebel friend unfastened the
window and had ordered the guard to
another beat. Colonel McLean then let
himself down from the window, ran along
the shadow of the priiou wall, aud made
his way to the back of the town. In this
he found little difficulty, for the reason
that his friend had provided him with a
rebel uniform, and he was as rsgged ss
any rebel ih the service. He then made
for tbeTounenste river, ami paddled the
'dug-out' to Stevenson, Ala."
