SANGUINARY RIOTS

IN TIHE OUTSKIRIS OF DELFAST
—
Belween the Cotholles and the Troopi-a
Numbse ot Paraons Heported Wited,
. Riots Comtnetion on Saturdny Night
7 anil are Honewed I.m!t- Evenlog,

Brurast, Jan, 30,—Thers was & tarrlb's
riot in the Detershill, Carrickhill and
Shankhill districts of this city last night,
The trouble originated through scldi
belonging to the Wust Burrey regiment
inaulting n number of Catholie civilians,
The latter retaliated by eloning the
soldiers, many of whom ‘were injured.
This wna followsd by wholosalo srrests,
A constable engaged In this duly was pers
ionsly Injured by the exoited erowd,
Fioally military pickets were called out
and quigk was reatorel,

This evening the rioliug waa renowed,
Altoguther 50 rioturs have boon nrrest.
ed. The trouble originated on Saturda
night ina row between Protestants an
Catbolics,  The  arrival  of  the
polico incensed the mob and led to
& Iree use of  revolvers  and
stones. Tho police were compelled to firs
for their protection, - The Mayor and
other authoritles did their beat to pravent
tho renuwal of tho rioling to-night, but
without snocese, nlthongh to-night's al-
frays wers small compared with thoss on
Saturday. 1
Only thre porsons were arrhsted to-
night. The outbroak Llo-night was causad
by the appearance of two constables who
gave avidence beforo the Rigt Investiga-
tion Commiasion, i
The conntables wera roughly Nandled
and - reloforcomonts  had  to be
ealled  out., Some prisoners were
taken and  the crowd tried  to
reacuo them, when the polico wers ngain
compelled to tiro in thelr defense. One
costably waz severaly wounded and
wazsent to an fnlirmary. The others who
wera injnred wera 1aken to thelr homes,

ack,

At Lt ingtant Bebr pulled ths trigger
and fred two shots, The burglar roturn-
ed the fire, and eight shots were exchang-
ad in rapiti suceesaloy, smushing windowa
aud china and plowlng huge holes through
the wood work., Saveral bullets passed
through the door behind which Behr was
