projected railroad enterprise in tho countiesof Mineral, Grant, Tucker, Randolph,
Pocahontas, Groonbrior, WebBter, Nicholas,Braxton, Clay, Fayetto and Kanawha.
It K*ives into tho hands of tho aaid company,tho exclusive right to operate a
railroad through these counties and hestowsupon thorn to tho prejudice of othor
railroad enterprises, a franchise that is
worth millions of dollars.

If this is what the bill means it is not
the kind of legislation we want in "West
Virginia. Wo are not ready to lock up
any couuty and give the key to a railroad
company.

Holly and;tbat.ho waB not allowed to
come back to,his. kinfolks; that he was
ibjSRed by his master who gave him no
money and few clothes. The man's
name is Calvin Garmany. He ran off to
the mountains just after, the war aud was
only recently heard of by his brother,
who lives noar Greenville, and who rescuedhim from servitude last week.

MONDAY'S PROCEEDINGS

Of the Lcglaluturo Important Measures
Acted On.

Charleston, W. Va., Feb. 7..In the

Senate Monday Mr. Morria introduced
Senate Bill No. 140. Thia bill repeals the
exiating law which providea text booka
for the public achools, and providea that
the State Board of the School Fund aball
select five different text books .in each
branch taught, from which five any local
school board can aelect that one in each
branch which it prefers. Tho act doea not
invalidate the existing contract with Van
Antwerp, Bragg & Co., but restrict* the
operation of that contract to these school
districts in which tho local boards see fit
to adopt the books published by that firm.
Senate bill No. 28 waa paaaod, also 73.

Twenty-eight providea that in proceedingsfor the condemnation of land for rail*
road purpoaea, that when tho report of
the commiaaionera is filed oither party
may lilo exceptiona thereto, and demand
that the question of thes compensation to
be paid to be ascertained by a jury, iu
which caeo a jury of twelve freeholders
shall be solected and impanneled for the
purposo in such manner aa tho court directa.But no peraon shall ait on said jury
who may be the owner of or interested in
any land over or through which said railroadwill pass, nor who acted aa a commissionerin tho ca80. Each juror ehall
take an oath before the clerk of tho court
that he will honestly and impartially parformhia dutiea aa such juror to the beat
of hia skill and judgment. The causo
shall bo tried a8 other cauaea in aaid court,
and the jury, in ascertaining tho damage
or compensation to which the owner of
the land propoaed to ba taken ia entitled,
ahall bo governed by section 14, of thia
chapter.
Tne bill concerning the service of prooaeaupon railroad companies came up in

tho afternoon and after being slightly
amended by genoral consent waa passed.
