tramp had knifed him, and fell down and t
diod. Tho alarm was given, and in an g
hour parlies were out in search. Tho wife il
was positive thet she could identify tho
tramp, and no eooner did she set eyes on a
mo than sh'o cried out that I wan tho man, ft
and but for tho determined front of two or "

three other' ofiicers of the law I should s
havo been lynched. c
What did I do? Nothing. If I but

opened my mouth I was earned and threat- n
en&d. Thero was no more doubt in their t
njjndfl that I was guilty than that it wut 1
daylight. After tho inquest I was taken t
to tho county jail. At this inquest I was t
askedmyname, age, residence, occupation, t
&c. I gavo them all the information I c
could, but unfortunately it was not in ray fc
favor. If I could prove that I had worked
hero and there, that was not proof that I t
did not commit tho murder. I was a t
wanderer, penniless and friendless, and jjust tho man to do murder, and who could r
doubt my guilt after the wife had so clear- s
