phosphorus and sulphur. It is claimed
that it can be brought to Pittsburgh for
$4 per ton against $8 for lake ore. This
evidently means transportation to Huntingtonon the Newport News & MkeiseippiValley railroad, and from thero to
Pitteburgh by the Ohio River and Pittsburgh,Wheeling k Kentucky railroads.
It strikes me that Wheeling could make a
profitable venture in this direction, and,if the above statements aro true, bringthis ore to her /urnnces for about $3 perton. Tho grandiloquent claims of Birminghamwould pale to a very homely metrebefore such advantages.Weat Virginia, half decently handled byrailroads and politicians, will coine forwardyet and demonstrate that tho producingcenter of the iron and steel industriesis several degrees north of Alabama
yet. Tho future of Wheeling, the prosontcommercial and manulacturing center of
the State, would be oven greater and mora
prosperous than that which tho Magiccity has so vauntingly ascribed to lioraelf.
