These men are fugitivesfrom Belgian justice, and dare not bofound within the confines of tho
Kingdom, but thev; have in everycommunity efficient aids and methods of
reaching the popular ear into which is ;;.'v:poured streams of high sounding twaddle
about tho rights of the toiler, the oppreesionof tho capitalist, and the tyranny of
tho State. The Government is unceasingin its efforts to root out Socialism, but that
baneful heresy has taken such firm hold
upon the fertile soil of the workingmen'simagination that it is next to impossibleto eradicate it.
