EXPERT TESTIMONY.
Prof. J. W. Mclvennon, of Pittsburgh, (was called. He said: I am a graduate of

the University of Pennsylvania; gradu- i
ated in medicine and took a special course 1
of microscopy. I am now located in i
Pittsburgh; am connected with tho West*
ern Pennsylvania Hospital. I have used \
the microscope to such an extent as to be 1
thoroughly acquainted with its uses. The i
panta were submitted to me last Thurs- I
day. The pants are in the same condition, (
I took a day and a half in making an ex- 1
amination, in company with Dr. McOann,of Pittsburgh. I used a microscope anil <
chemicals in making teBta. I found six t
