In Lako Mlaliigao-A Craw'of Twaoty.twi
Htnmon nod an Unknown Number of
l'aaaangara~Nona I-rft to Tall the
Btory-Caplalu'a Thrilling Ilaeltnl.

Milwal'kbk, Oct. 30..The pasteup
propeller Vernon iu wrecked in the ter
rlhlo gale that swept Like Michigan yos
terday, anil her entire crew of twenty-twi
poraons and the piMODRere, number un

known, are supposed to have boen lost
It Involves a greater loss of life than an]
ot the previous disasters on tho lake thli
ooaoou, not excepting the propoller Cham
plain, which burned early la the sprint
off Gharlvolxfdrowning twenty-four por
Bono. A most singular coincidence lo tha
tho Vernon waa tho vessel which took the
place of the Ohamplain in tho Northon
Michigan line and had only boon on the
line since August 1. Bho was one of the
finest famished passenger boats on the
lakes, and had a valuation of $78,000.
Captain Moran, of the steamship Superior,which arrived here at 8:30 o'clock last
night, brought the first news of the wreck,
"To pass ono man on a raft appealing foi

our help, another dyiop- from exposuro,and a small boat in which wo could sec
one woman and threo men, ono of the
latter hailing with a coat stuck up on hie
oar, all being toaaod about in the terrible
sea, without our being ablo to ronder
them any assistance was heartrending in
tho extreme," said Capt. Moran." "We
wore also lighting for our lives, our ateumerhaving become disabled in the sea.
With tho exception of the cooks our ontirocrew were down below, somo of thera
steering tho vessel with a temporary tackle
which we had rlggod up, whilo the others
were trying to repair ^tho break. Our
tiller had become disconnected from the
rudder post, loavlng ua

until wo mado a temporary tackle. With
this we managed to "keep our vecael
out £of the trough of the seas and keep
her before tho gale. It was threo hours
before we had ma'ie repairs, so that we
could handle ourselves, and tuen wo werpout of eight of the ship-wrecked men.
The cooks on deck were the first to call
our attention to the wrockage. It was
about 10 o'clock this morning, when ofl
L'wo ttivera, some miles out in Lako
Michigan, that we passed through oome
lumber. Five miles further on we paoeeda lot of barrels; then wo encountered
wreckage for some distance, Among it
was furniture and bed clothing besides
lifo preservers, here and thero. One cook
aaid he counted thirteen life perservers,
and I know it must have been a passengerboat to carry bo many. Wo pasaod so near
uuutt) oi muuie puniervera in aitnoy {Ulgnthave been picked up had (bo cooks ua$d
opiko pole. I was only on deck part of
the time and no others of the crew, came
up, aathoyh&d oil thoy could do where
they wero.
"When about aix mileo'eMt northeast ol

Manitowoc, tho co&k, who had bsenkeoping a lookout, called me on deck
with the information that a raft could ba
seen with a man on i t. As I went on deckI could plainly ceo the man waving hia
hand to uo. He wag

ua and the shore, and the cea
washingover it. Itappeared about twelve
feet square and it'might be the top of a
cabin. Poor fellow, he must havo thought

sighted another raft, also about a hail
mile insiht of ua. It was much Btnallor,apparently not more than four by eightfeet, and looked like a piece of bulwark.
On it waa lying a man who, although still
alive, probably did not diecern us, as lit
was loo far gone. Yfo conld see him diphis head as his frail little float was tossed
about in the sea, as though he was about
dead."
"We saw a yawl with threo men and one

woman in it, a;litt!e lather south. There
may, however, have boen roore of thorn
lying down in the boat, tholthrao we eav;

One of the men was
standing up holding hia oar,with his coat
swinging to attract atentloh. Their hearts
